final. After a conference a statement
was given out from the White Bouse In-
which the President declared that the laws
of the land forbid any discrimination' be-
tween union and non union men In the" em-
ploy bt tbe government, and that he could no
more decide against a man because he. did
not belong to a union, than because be was a '
Catholic or Protestant, white or black, Jew
or Qontllo." For this reason Miller would not
be dismissed on the charges made by tbe
Bookbinders' Union, and'the Government'
printing office, as well as all other govern-
ment bureaus which employ laborers, would
remain open shops. The labor leaden wen
