Then will follow
the roll call, election of officers and the tran-
saction ot such other business as may come
up. After the business session a real f amily
social will be held, at which there will be
sioKiDtT o ' patriotic songs and recitations of a
like nature.

Mansion House for dinner, to which the
veterans apd guests will doubtless due full

The Twenty-seventh regiment went in
camp at Newark one thousand and eignty-
elght strong on September 8, 1863. George
W. Mindil, a youth of 10, then a captain and
aid on General Kearney's staff, .was elected
colonel, and no mistake was made in the
selection of so brave and efficient' a com-
mander. Colonel (General afterwards) Mindil
proved a strict disciplinarian and an able in-
Btructor, whlob resulted in the Bpsedy trans-
formation of the raw country boys into
efficient Bcldlers.

The saddest experience the regiment had '
was the! drowning of Captain John T. Alex-
ander, or Randolph, and thirty-two enlisted
men in the Cumberland River In Kentucky
on May 0,1883.
• The unfortunate, bloody and unsuccessful
attack on FrederickBburg in December, 1883,
was the flrst Introduction of tbe regiment to
a real battle, but like veterans they were in
place for duty day and night while cue en-'
gagemenfr tasted. *

At the request of General Bnrnside the
27th was sent to Kentucky, where he was in
command, and shared in the operations which
drove the rebels out of feat State. On the
way home to be mustered out the regiment
remained in Pennsylvania a month overtime,-
doing guard duty In the mountain passes,
and was finally mustered out during the
second day of the battle of Gettysburg, July
3,1868,'
