Washington, D. C, Nov. 30, 1903.

When tho ratified treaty readies
Washington, it will bo sent at once
to the Senate.

General Reyes, the Colombian rep-
resentative, has arrived in Washing-
ton and If his credentials are in order,
he will be received by the President.
His purpose of saving- Panama to
Colombia is, of course, a forlorn hope.
His government's threats of raising
100,000 to fight the United States are
not taken seriously.

In the latter demand he will be sup-
ported by England and other Euro-
pean governments. In fact the first
work of Sir Mortimer Durand, the new
British Ambassador, who has just ar-
rived here, will be to press the claims
of English bondholders, that Panama
assume a fair share of Colombia's
debt. The fact that the representa-
tions will be made to our government,
shows that the dependent status of
Panama is recognized by En eland.
