LEGISLATORE  AND ITS WORK.
MANXBILLS INTRODUCED BUT FEW
PANSED.

State Board of Twxanon Nomlnated—
Anti-Cigarette Bl Withdrawn-Bbip
Cannl Reported-Avother Armeuds=
ment t0 Game Laws-Salaries for
County Officers—Iils Pasned,

Treaton, Feb, 4.—One Lundred and
elghty-four bills introduced and six
bilig passed is the record of the legisla.
ture thus far. Several bills have been
already reported from committees in
both houses.

This does not of course indicate the
full extent of the work that has been
done, A small pnrt of the work in-
volved I8 the actuul passing of bills. A
bill is presumed to be carefully read
and to be fully considered from all
standpoints. Not only does this in-
clude an ascertalnment of its objects,
but an Investigation ns to the effect
upon existing conditions. 'Then, too,
most legislators want to learn sowe-
thing about public sentiment, particu-
larly in their own locality, concerning
the bills already presented, The real
barm generally comes in most instances
in putting through a LIl not introduced
until so late in the session that it doea
not always get the public scrutiny its
importance calls for.

The following nominations have been
submitted by the governor to the sen-
ate as those who are to compose the
state board of taxation: Charles C.
Black, Jersey City; Carl Letz, Newark;
Joseph Thompson, Atlantie City, and
Henry T. West, Gloucester City. They
are pamed for the full term of five
years. The nomination of Supreme
Court Justice Bennett Vansyckel has
been confirmed by the senate.

; Anticigarette Bill Withdrawn,

Assemblyman Roberts of Camden has
withdrawn his anticigareite bill, He
was informed by Governor Murphy
that the measure would not meet with
tne exccutive's approval in its present
form., The governor vetced a similar
bill last winter. On Monday night Mr,
Roberts presented another anticigarette
bill, fixing fourteen years as the nge
under which no person can purchase
cigarettes. Any one convicted of sell-
ing to a person under fourteen is liable
to a fifty dellar fine or three monthe in
Jjall or both.

Senator Croas of Union, leader of the
majority, presented a resolution, which
was adopted, fixing Tuesday, Feb. 16,
as the date for a joint meeting to elect
a state director of railroads and canals
and commissloners of deeds.

A jeint resolution was offered by
Senator Jackson of Middlesex and
adopted providing for the appointment
of a commission consisting of the pres-
ident of the senate, speaker of the
house and adjutant general with power
to purchase portraits in oll of the gov-
ernor und all ex-governors not now
provided for and have the same appro-
priately framed. The total cost of each
is .not to exceed $1,000 and to be paid
out of money not otherwise appro-
priated upon the approval of the com-
mission.

Ship Canal Bill Reported.

Senator Shinn’s resolution urging the
New Jersey representatives in congress
to secure an approprintion for a ship
tanal from Manaquan inlet to Bay
Head was reported by the committee
s railronds and canals.

Senator Bacheller of Essex hns in-
troduced two bills of more than ordi-
nary importance. One provides for
abolition of grade crossings in first
clags cities, and the other authorizes
first class cities to issue permanent
bonds-on account of storage reservoir
eonstruction,

fSenator 3Minch of Cumberland hns
received many protests agninst the
bills providing for the killing of robins
and similar birds, in which some of’
the people of the state scem eager to
engage,

Aggemblyman De Lazier of Passale
has put in @ bill which creates the
office of state inspector of waterways.
The bill provides that the inspector is
to be appeinted by the governor and
confirmed by the senate, and he is to
serve a term of three years at a salary
of $3,000 a year and $1,000 for clerical
ald. The duties of the inspector are
‘to inspect all dams, breakwaters and
gluleeways and to require that they be
made safe.

Governor Murphy on Monday night
sent to the legisinture the report of the
recently appointed commission for the
investigation of tenement house condi-
tions In this state. The governor in
his accompanying message urged the
enactment of such legislation os the
commission recommended, stating that
the investigation of tenement house
conditions in this state had come none
too soon.

were p at the funeral, included the fol-
lowing officers: Dr. I W Condict, James
H. Neighbour, Stephen H. Berry, Russell
Lynd, Edwian J. Ross, H, H, King, and
Bdward W, Btillwell. Among the floral
tributes that wers arranged around the coffin
was & beautiful wreath of leaves, white roser,
and violets, which had been sent as a mark of
respect by the official board of the Memorial
Preabyterian Church.

Rev. Dr. W. R, Richards, pastor of thn
Brick Presbyterian Church, and Rev. W. W,
Halloway, pastor of the Hoaglnnd Meworial
Church, officiated. The service was simple
aud brief. A prayer was offered by Dr.
Richards, after which be read a selection of
rcriptural passages; when he bad finished the
chureh choir sane, with effectiveness, a ver-
sion of ‘Lead Thou Me On.” After Dr.
Halloway had offered prayer and * Peace,
Perfect Peace” had been rendered by the
cholr the benediction was pronounced by Dr.
Richards. The pallbearers again formed in
line and escorted the bodytotheh-arse, The
funeral corlege then proceeded to Woodlawn,
where the interment was made.
