Mr. Hoaglnnd. while he lived,
hntl the pleasure of knowing that his
net was a factor In the progress of the
Gospel and helpful to the uplifting
of the community and a means to the
regeneration of men. Not having:
waited until death to bestow Ms "bon-
e~faction, * as so many do, lie was able
to look upon Its glad and blessed re-
sults -with his own eyes. For only
too brief a period was this'hid privi-
lege, but the work, for which he .pro-
vided as far as marbcan, will go on and
benefit, we hope, generations yet un-
born. He belongs to those who are
"mndo after the power of an endless
lifp." Ho will continue to act by Ills
influence forever, and possibly on. im
Increasing- scale. Tho use and force
of. goodness and benevolence are not
limited to the small opportunity and
brief period of earthly existence,
