Trenton, Feb. 25.— More than 350

bills are now before tbe state legisla-
ture, but not all of them are considered
Important Among tlie bills of general
Interest are the tenement house com-
mission measure, the cliild labor bill,
the antibillbonrd bill, the state cliari-
ties bill, the measure providing that all
executions sball be performed nt the
state prison In Trenton and the bill
leaving In.the hands of tbe juries the
fixing of life Imprisonment for nrst de-
gree murder, tbe untliobln bill and the
measures to license barbers, plumbers
and stationary engineers. 'The legisla-
tive grind as yet Is mtlier slow, but
the pace will bo rapid enough, und too
rapid to suit some, as the session draws
to a close.

The several bills codifying the laws
relative to cities of tlie different classes
pending before, the legislature are of
considerable Importance. The commis-
sion composed of Justices Dixon and
Fort of the supreme court and Counsel-
or Cuarles L. Corbln of Jersey City has
prepared three bills. There Is an enor-
mous amount of work involved in these
codifications and consequent danger of
overlooking some features- of the laws.
These oversights as u rule are not dis-
covered until the new measure is In
practical operation, but with the dan<
ger that these codifications may unin
tentlonally upset some existing condi-
tion there Is a popular feeling among
the members of the legal fraternity
and public officers favoring the conden-
sation and reproduction on a given sub-
ject, of the legislation of years back.

On account of the holiday last Mon-
day, Washington's birthday, the usual
Monday evening session was sot held,
but tbe time lost was made up In the
succeeding sessions of the'week. 'Tho
hearing on the barbers' bill scheduled
for Monday afternoon was postponed
until, a later date..

Bxecatton* In State. 1'rlaon.
The bill to have all executions in

murder cases take place at the state
prison is pretty certain of passage In
both houses. The sheriffs of the state
are hi favor of the measure, and they
are genecally successful In securing
any legislation they advocate. Then,
too, public sentiment apparently fa-
vors the bill: Tlie measure, If passed,
would relieve sheriffs of the distasteful
duty of hanging convicted murderers,
iinny men have on this account re-
fused to accent shrievalty nominations.
-The question has been asked why

the name of Colonel Lewis T. Bryant,
who, prior to the present session of the
legislature, was appointed by the gov-
ernor to succeed John O. Ward as chief
factory inspector, has not been sent to
the senate. It is understood -that .the.
reason for this Is that It is intended to
moke him tho commissioner of labpr
under the new .factories and work-
shops bill recently Introduced with
more powers to enforce the law.

The New Jersey chapter of the
American Institute of Architects has a
long list'of amendments for the new
tenement house Bill, regarding the con-
struction, of such buildings. It Is like-.
Jy that the most'meritorious of these
will be inserted: in the tenement house
b i n . : • > ' • ' , : : , ' • . • • • • ' • . . . . • ' . - . ; . .

The bin presented by Senator Mar-
tens requiring all corporations organ-
ized under tlie laws of New Jersey to
maintain bora ilde omces in this state,
with an officer and director In charge,
should It become a law, will greatly
lessen the state's revenues from mis-
cellaneous corporations. Thousands of
corporations , at present having New
Jersey charters and doing business In
other "states have in this state merely
a designated agent upon whom service
may be made. A nominal • compensa-
tion, which In many cases is only: $10
and seldom exceeds ?50 a year, Is paid
to these designated agents. In the case
of the so called trusts to maintain a
bona fide.ofiice such as Seuutor. Mar-
tens' 1)111 calls for would probably cost
a corporation several thousand dollars
a year, as officers, and directors in those
concerns are not accustomed to small
salaries. It is contended that the pas-
sage of the .bill in its present form
would cause corporations to withdraw,
from tills state and become incorporat-
ed elsewhere,

• The question of voting machines is
of interest in every section of the state,
but as yet no bill has made Its appear-
ance to provide additional voting ma-
chines despite the fact that the eighty-
one machines that were Installed last
year seem to have been received with
tne greatest satisfaction. It will prob-
ably rest with the senate and house
Joint committees. on appropriations
whether or not more machines will be
provided this year. Tho c^mriiittee
thus far has not reached the considera-
tion of what is termed extraordinary
expenditures. The committee Is Inclin-
ed to bo very frugal, but it Is thought
an. appropriation will be made by It for
additional machines,.

; Police Court XiCBtalatloii.
A measure .of considerable Interest is

that presented by Senator Jackson to
create n police court In Elizabeth. The
bill, should it become a hvw1! would re-
duce police courts in cities of more
than 50,000 inhabitants to a single
court, to be presided over by a police
justice, who, under the law, would
have to be a lawyer. Another impor-
tant change is the extension of tho
Jurisdiction of the court to assault and

HOLDOVER ALLOWED.

Case of A.M. MacFall Who Seeks

to Oust Collector Tip pet t Is

Held Open for a Period

of Thirty Days.

Of vital interest to the citizens of Sorer,
and to every other municipality in tbe State
i i la r ly situated as regards the charter

under which its Internal affairs are con-
ducted, la the deelsfon handed dowu Tuesday,
by the Supreme Court of New Jersey in the
contest instituted last Spring by the Demo-
crats for the appointive offices of dork,
assessor, treasurer and collector.

The Court1 holds that the appointment by
tbe Common Council of F. W, J3. Miuder-
raonn oa -clerk and Edward M. Bearing as
treasurer wasstrictly within tire rights vested
in that body uuder the town charter. In the
case of George Picrxon vs Aesesflor Jacob J.
Vreeland, tbe new appointee and present in-
cumbent, i t is held that Piersnn is entitled to
office until the Spring of 1904, while in the
aclloti of A. it. MacFall against tbe Mayor
and Town of Dover, to oust Francis H. Tip-
pett appointed by ttio Council to the office of
collector, the plaintiff is given thirty days in
•bich to make Tippett a party to the suit.

This is construed by local legal light* to mean
.that Tippett will be ultimately declared tbe
elected officer. ' .

It JB not fully known at' this time the
ground the Court assumed in reaching tbe
decision named, but It would appear to be
founded upon the rights granted the Com-
mon Council in tho charter under which the
town has operated, with tbe exception of two
years, trfnee it becflme.in ISfM̂ a municipality.
In 1890 the affairs of tho town were conducted
under a,city charter, which charter, two
y*ars later, was declared to be uu constitu-
tional. . " " v

The present decision of the Supreme Court
was wade necessary by the refusal of the
Democratic officeholders appointed In 1001
and reap coin ted in 1902, to vacate their re-
spective offices when tbe Republican Council
in the Pprlog of 1003, named certain Republi-
cans for these positions. This was in May of
last year, and as a result of this rather un-
usual proceedings on the part of tbe Demo-
crats, the affaire of. tbe town bave been In a
more or less muddled condition since that
time.-There have been two sets of offlcorn,
the Council of ~ course only recognizing its
own appointees. -* • . r •

The contention of the Democrats was that
under on act-passed by. the Legislature in
1897 and amended in 1900, assessors, treas-
urers and clerks in towns in New Jersey held
ofQce-for a period of three years. As tbe
Democratic officeholders first assumed the
reins of office mJ90V, reslgningln 1903, only
tobereappointed agaiu, they were entitled
to hold office until the Spring of IOCS

On the other hand - it was claimed by the
Republicans .that the law of 1SI»7 and the
amended act of 19U0, did nob apply to Dover,
because the town was operating under a
special charter provided by tho Legislature
inlSCU. It was further held that the new
law, even presuming that ib was intended to
apply to tbe town of Dover, was inoperative,
for tbe simple reason that it contained nn
repealing clause. In addition to this, the
contention was set up that it bod always
been tbe custom with tbe Dover municipality
to elect <&. new collector, assessor, treasurer
and clerk every twelve months, and that if
the Democratic position was right, that i.Q,
t Bo law of 1897 and 1900 applied to Dover,
giving such officeholders a three year tenure
of life, those appointed In 1903 wereaimnly
filling nnexpired terms. Therefore tbeir of-
ficial life went out with the coming of the
Spring of 1903, there having been but two
three year terms siuce the passage of the act
of 18&7, and one three year terra since the
oniiendod act of 1900.

These are the principal contentions set up
by the Republicans and the Democrats before
tho matter went to a Bpecial court appointed
by the Supremo Court, finally reaching the
latter body. A decision bos been expected
for some weeks,

To tbo layman it Is notropparent why there
should bo a ruling favorable to the old asses-
sor, George PiorsoD, neither is it altogether
plain why the action of MacFall should be
held up for a period of ST^days in order tbat
Tippett may be made a party to tho suit.
These differences will likely be made clear ill
tbo decision, the full te_xt of which will bo
published in tbo EBA. of March 4.
" One of the important effects of tbe decision

as it appears on the surface, Is tbo fact that
the town of Dover will be called upon to pay
former Assessor Plerson his salary for tbe
year tbat he haa been out of ofllco, despite
tbe fact that the work has been done by tbo
present iucumbent, Jacob J. Vreelund. Tlili
would also apply, it is said, to MncFall itli
should win in his action against tbe town of
Dover.
