(@ An act establishing an excise depart-
ment in all towns and cities except cities of
the first-class is general and not speclal with-
in the meaning of the constitution.

(4) Bofar as & writ of certiorari issued for
the purpose of reviewing a municipal ordi-

For
this reason it is iusisted that tho decision in
Ross vs, Freebolders of Bssex does not cover
the present case ; since the act there in quesr
tion by its own force and effect, imposed the
duty of appointing the comniissioners directly
upon the court,

The distisction does not seem to us import-
ant. The statute now in question does not
contravene tho maxim delegutus non potest
delegare for the trausfer of the power Is
des d by the legis) itself.

‘The only authority that is confered upon
the Common Council is to determine, in its
diseretion, whether an Excise Board ought to
be establi-hed.

The statute, 81 far from authorizing the
council to delegate a part of it« power,
authorizes it to surrender a portion of its
authority. Uponsuchsurrender taking effect,
the jurisdiction of the council over license
matters is at an end so Jong as the ordinance
continues, and by the terms of section ten ot
the act the ordinance is not repealable until
after the lapse of five years

The act of 1901 in elfect auth rizes the
council to abdicate its control over excise
matters, to the eud that a similar power may
be exercised by an Excise Bonrd.

Thereupon the power of the court to ap-
polot the boerd, and the powers and jurisdic-
tion of the board when appointed, are derived
solely from the act and not by delegation
from the council. * * *

The statute under consideration in one as-
pect, rezembles the act for the protection of
railroad grade crossings (P. 1. 188 p, 110}
which authorizes the govevning hody of auy
municipality when in thefr opinion it is nec-
essary for the protection of the public that
gates should be erected across any highway
‘where crossed by a railroad at grade to apply
by petition to tho Court of Chaucery for an
order in the premises. The constitutionality
of this act has been sustained Palmyra vs,
Penna, R. R. Co., 17 Dick 01—18 Dick 790,
Bckert vs. Perth Amboy, eote.,, R R. Co,

(Court of Errors; November Term, 1003, not
yet published). In the latter case Mr. Jus-
-tice Fort, in his opinion expressly upholds
that feature of the act uuder review which
authorizes tho muaicipal body decting pro-
tection necessary at a grade crossiug to in-
voke the aid of the court.

In Rooflug Co vs. Leather Co., 38 vr b6,
500, the Court of Errors and Appenls consid-
ered the question of the comtitutionality of
thoss provisions of the revised "*Act relative
to the Supreme and Circnit Courts.” (P, L,
1000, p. 849 necs. 57 amd 9 that empower a
Judge of the Court of Common Pleas to hold
the Circuit Court in any connty, when there-
unto requested by the Justice of the SBupreme
Court within whose districts the Circuit
Court shall be. % * %

The act of 1081, now under review, fs
further assailed s beiug special leglslation
regulating the internal nifairs of muulcllpall-
tios, on the grouml that while applying to
incorporated towns aud citles, it excepts from
its operation cities of the first-class. "On the
day after its approvel an act was approved
to establish an excise dopartment in cities of
the first-cluss, (P L. 1901, p. 408), By thesa
two statutes the legislature provided for all
class of towus and cities, It bns been settled
by decisiou of Court of Errots and Appeal:sl
