DAPPER YOUNG MAN
FOUND THE ADMIRAL

General Birnley Insisted It Was
Congressman Gibson Who
Drove the Mules,

‘WASBINGTON, March 17,
(Special Correspondence.)

Representutive (ibson of Tennesses
wis In the commissary department of
the Union army during the civil war,
In December, 1863, he was ovderred
fromn Washington to a polnt on the
eastern shore of Maryland, It was
desperately cold, There was no way of
getting there except by wagon, and
Gibson took an ambulance and two
mules and started to drive. It took
him two days to get there, When he
arrived his mules were .In such bad
condition that they died. Gibson was
court murtialed by order of General
Birney, who was.in commahd in that
department, on the charge of over-
driving the mules, and it was with
great difficulty thut he cleared him-
self.

A short tlme ngo Ilepresentnuve
Gibson made a speech at au entertain-
ment at one of the Lutheran churches
In Washington, After he had conclud-
ed an aged, gray bearded man ap-
proached him and satd:

“Gibgon, I still maintain you over-
drove those mules,”

The gray bearded mun was General
Birney, whom @Gibson had not seen
since the court martial episode of 1868,
