Dover's Public Library,

It i generally conceded that there is mo
institution so productive of materinl goed as
a high class public library, Sucha place is
very much needed in Dover. Thanks, how-
ever, to the enterprise of some of the leading
women of the town, asplendid aucleus has
been formed and all that remains is for the
citizens of Dover to taks hold of the matter
in the right way, and a libravy of which sny
city might feel proud, secerms assured.

‘Within a comparatively short period the
progressive wonen of Dover, without a dol-
lar in capital, bave by their individual ef-
forts brought together something over a
thousand books, many volumes of whichare
standard works. It has, of courso, cost
something to do this, but it has all been made
up by voluntary subseription soleited by the
ladies in charge of the enterprise.

Ina very few days a commmitteo ropresent-
ing the New Jersey Library Associntion will
visit Dover for the purpose of addressing the
citizens on the subject of a municipal owner- -
ship of the library, Under the scheme pro-
posed, the town could take pussession of the
library as it stands to day withont a cent of
cost.
