HAPPENINGS.

Pithy Siories of the Nation’s

Before the eivll war it was used,
along with several adjacent Lhuildings,
by the Distriet as a penitentiary, In
the second year of the war it8 ise ng o
District prison was discontinued, the
military authorities deciding to utilize
it in counection with the operations of
the government nrsenal. Many military
prisoners were confined In thls build-
ing, and withiu its walls' Mrs, Suvratt
and her mule companions were incar-
cerated, tried and sentenced, and Mrs.
Surratt, Payne, Atzerott and Herold
were executed. Under the middle win-
dow on the first floor the body of John
Wilkes Booth was burfed, where it re-
mained for two years.

At the close of the war the building
was transformed into a statfon for the
use of military forces. In 1807 it was
comierted into a resldence.

Ho et with many diffi-
culties not anticipated ut the time of making
the contract, and as o result of this it is said
that he lost consilerable money. At all
events Booth, if is alleged, was not by any
means prompt in the matter of paying bis
bills, aud when he finally shook the dust of
the town fromhis fest it ig cleimed that he left
several creditors to regret bls departure.
Nothing had been beard from Bootb for sole
months until the communication mentioned
oame to band. It reads in yart as follows:

Gentlemien:-I have under arrest upou s
charge of using the mails for frinudulent pur-
poses, one Prapklin A. Booth, of this oity,
and, in making an investigation of this cate, .
wefind that be bes been in correspondetce
with you. Weare desirous of ascertaining
8s far as porsible Lis dealings aud his manner
of dealing with the various persons throngh-
out this country for the purpose of ascertain-
ing whether or not any of such dealings were
fraudulent, Qur objoct of agcertaining the
fraudulent purpose is that each case of fMud
or fr dealing is evidence
upon the question of this intent in any other -
case and consequently would have a bearing
upon the case up-n which he s now arrested.
This case is being pressed by the post office
suthorities as well as the cify police depart-
ment and we have apparently a very large
number of cases in which his dealings are
fraudulent. It you have had nuyb dealings
with him or if you bave received any orders
from him or shipped bim any goods for which
you have not recelved payment, please send ¢
to me at oncethe full correspondence between
you, with coples of your letter to him and
full details of all matters convected with the
transaction. * * * ;
