Mr. Tillyer'sZAttempt to Vacate
Position Does Not Hold.

Last Session of Town Fathers.Before

BRAVE DIVER
MEETSDEATH

Tragedy in the New, Boonton
Reservoir Without Parallel.

GRIM REAPERS EMBRACE.

William Hoar Caught in Suction of

Drain Pipe Calmly Awaits His

Slow Coming.

i"William J, Hoar, a professional diver of
New York, lies dead at the bottom of the
new re&evolr at Boonton.

Just when death came to relieve the man
of lu*s sufferings, DO one knows, but that he
lived for houra under the most trying circum-
stances, fighting the grim spectre to tbe very
end, and hopeful of rescue until that eud
came, km been clearly established.

The tragedy of the Boonton reservo'r, is
almost without a parallel in tbe biBtoryof
diving. Entering what proved to be his
death-trap at tore* o'clock M onday afternoon,
be was caught in the auction of the great ex-
haust pipe lying sixty-two feet below the
lurface of the water, and held there more
firmly than if be had been bound with ropes
and chains WitbJn a very efoort time after
going down, Htar signalled to the watchers
above that he was ready to come up. Two
strong men pulled away at the rope, but not
an inch could they move him. For hours
tbifl sort of thing continued. In the mean-
time another diver bad been sent for. Dun-
Ing his suit he went to the bottom of the
trap to find that Boar had been caught in
tbe mouth of tho pipe sod lhat human in-
genuity could bring about bis release only by
stopping the flow of water through the pipe.
Every effort was ma.de to do this, but
tbe task was beyond th* workers.

Worked All Night .
All Monday night the men worked a t the

rope, first pulling away at it in a vain effort
to bring Hoar to the top, and then Bending
down signals of encouragement Each time
during the night thesa ware answered and
until one o'clock Tuesday afternoon there
were signals from tho depths. After this tbe
responses, if any, were decidedly feeble, and
it became evident to the throng of watchers,
and to tbe man holding the life line, Charles
Dobson, tbat Hoar hod succumbed to the
death that had longed held him in its grasp.
Bub tbe men at the pumps never ceased their
efforts; night and day they continued to tend
tbe lire giving air into tbe helmet of the man'
below. It w u a great fight and death won;

Though no diver, so his fellow craftetniti
say, has ever lived more than twenty-four
hours under water, they are itill working at
tho pumps, aendlng down a stream of air into
Bill fioar'a helmet. For the first fifteen
hours of his imprisonment Hoar hnew what

being done toward his rescue, and grow*
ing ev*r weaker bt made noble efforte to
help, signalling ebeer(ul!y again and again,
with his lifeline, "All right I All right I
Haul away t" and "Wait and try again" ~

Bo far as tbe divers who have been down
cau discover, Boar was the victim of bis own
indiscretion. I t was a tremendously tichlish
job he was sent on. He himself reported,
bfter two trips be made to the bottom Mon-

day morning, tbat he had never been on such
icary job1' in his life before, but that he

had things fixed down below BO that he had
no fear of any accident any further.

Tbe Si tuat ion a t th» Bottom.
TheiBoonton darn Is almost finished. A

few weeks ago a great company of men and
women, stockholders and officers of the Jer-
sey City Water Supply Company,, went out
and celebrated its completion, a little prema-
turely, to be mure, but with the most elabor-
ate festivities Part of the fun was tho lead-
ing of the whole party of merry-makert,
including th« wpmen folk, through one of the
two 4-foot sluice pipes which runs through
the botf 6m of the dam. There was no water
in the dam then, of course, and the party
entered at the bqitom aud walked out Into
the. bed ot the great basin a third of a mile
wide and a mile and a half long, which is
now the bottom of a lake held by the dam.
It is at that end of the pipe from which tbe
m*rry party emerged that Bill Hoar ia now
pinned in a grip which no ingenuity of tho
engineers and no power of man, horses or
steam has been able to break.

In the middle of the 4-foot sluice pipe, at
tbe bottom of a shaft running straight from
tbe top of the dam to tbe bottom, is a gate
valve by which the quantity: .of water in the
dam is to be regulated. This valve got out
of order more than a week ago, after tbe
dam had been filled up. It stuck io that the
gates wereeJghteen inches apart aud could
cob be opened or closed. ..,:

IMver H o a r Sent Down.
To close tbe opening effectively this plan

was devised: A great ball made of wood,
fifty-two inches in diameter, or. four inches
larger than tbe inlet opening in: the apron,
was weighted with lead and lowered toward
the opening. It was hoped that the suction
would catch ..the bail, draw it into tho bole
and cut off the flow of water through the
pipe. At tbe first attempt, which was made
late lost week, the ball broke away from tho
rope by which it was lowered. Chief Engin-
eer George G. Harness, who had dovisod the
plan, sent to J. S. Bundick, master diver, of
75 South street, New York, for a diver.
Bundick sent out Bill Hoar, who found the
tall on the bottom of the dam and connected
it again with the lowering cable.

Hoar, when be came up from the job, de-
icrihed the suction 'of tbe wuter into the
mouth of the four foot pipe as terrific He
was all the time afraid, be eald, that it would
catch htm, no matter how far away from the
opening of the pipe he kept.

The ball was lowered again and this time
rolled into the inlet opening, and was caught
by the suction. But tho water did not stop
flowing from the outlet of Iho pipe on the
othor side of tho dam. It came out in a
diminished voluma, but still in a torrent which
mado it out of the question to attempt to
reach the broken valve which was making
all the trouble. Bill Hoar was sent for again
to find out what was wrong,

There was a consultation of engineers, and
it was decided to try and fill the crevices
