Severnl years ago a number of
Cuban teachers were brought to this
country, and their visit was productive
of great good, it is stated.

French Pollteneii.

to the Roosevelt household. Quentin,
the president's youngest son, is bn
special charge, aud she is teaching him
to' speak French. .
