OBITUARY.

Henry Stafford U t t l e .
Henry Stafford Little, a trustee of Prince-

ton University, formerly president of the
New Jersey Honato and for many years one
of. the foromost Deraooratio leaders of the
State died early Sunday morning, at the ago
ot eighty-one years. He was taken ill with
pneumonia last. Thursday afternoon, and
sank steadily until the end. He died in tho
apartments of the Trenton house whioh he
hud occupied for thirty-five years, there be-
ing present at the tune his nelce, Margaret
L. Terhuno, oi Freehold, and his nephew,
John Terhune. Mr. Little's body was taken
to Mabuvan Monday, and the funeral held
at 8 o clock on Wednesday.

Honry Stafford Little was born at Mlddletqn
(nowMatawai), Monmouth oounty,

in 1823. Ho was graduated from Princeton
in the class of 1844, and was admitted to the
bar in 1848. He became active in politics
early in life, and soon rose to the rank of
state leader, being one among a few men
who admittedly controlled tho state during
the days that i t was put down as safely In
the Democratic column. He was a Presi-
dential elector in 1850, and was a delegate to
the convention in New York when Horatio
Seymour recolved tho nomination for Presi-
dent. He was elected to the State Senate in
1864, and was a member of that body until
1871, being president In 1868 and 1809. He
was clerk in the chancery for ten years, bo-
ing appointed by Governor Randolph in 1871
and by Governor Bedlo in 1876.

In politics, as In other things, Mr. Little
was always aggressive. He'caused a sensation
in state folltles in 1887 by -irrltlng an open

hiB position, but publicly and privately con-
tinued his attacks upon Senator McFherson^

Mr. Little was the first president of the
New York and Long Branch Railroad Com-
pany, and it was mulnly through his efforts
that the road was built. He was mado re-
ceiver of the Central Railroad of New Jorwy
when it .went into insolvency He was a .
man of considerable wealth, and is said to
have left an estate worth between $2,000,000
and $3,000,090. Within two years he had
given two dormitories to Princeton,, known
as Little Halls, and had endowed
the chair - of political history, now
occupied by Grover Cleveland He-was a
close personal and political friend of the ex-
President, whom he regarded as the logical
candidate of the party tliis year. His gifts
to Princeton aggregated about $250,000. He
had been a trustee of tho University for
several years. He was a bachelor, his sister,
three nephews and a niece being his only near
relatives. '-

• Mr. Little was well known in Dover, beligj
a frequent visitor and enjoying a large circle
of frieojlB and acquaintances. He was one of
the original iucorporators and largest share-
holders of Tho Dover Iron Company of New
Jersey. His ass-ciates in that enterprise were
the late George Rielmrds, JounKoan, father
of the present Senator, Frederic A, PotiB,
Republican candidate tor Governor in the
eighties and PrnnciB 8. Lathrop, once presi-
dent of the Central Railway ot New Jersey.
All of these men passed away before Mr.
Little received his Dual rail.

The Dover Iron Company was organized in
1880, Mr. Little retaining his interest and
continuing as a director until last year, at
•which thno the company changed hands. Mr.
Little and the other stockholders sold tbelr
interests to Messrs. C. K. aud John'MuUigan.

AN INSANE ACT.

perous carpenter, of IVssbington, committed
suicide last Sunday. Dolteinor had been in
ill health for some two years and it Is thought
his brooding ovor his troubles drovo him
temporarily insane. DoRoiner sat on the
edge of his bed aud placed the. muzzle of a
shotgun over his lionrt, pulling the trigger
with the ramrod. Shortly niter the shoot-
ing he was found dead.
