WASHINGTON
HAPPENINGS.

(Special Correspondence.)

WASHINGTON, iloy UO,

Tliere 1'u much "ploiisure' lu wusfilng-
ton over tlie ucllou of tho tlrst session
of tlie Kitty-eighth congress ou legls-
lntlou for Uie District of Columbia.
Xenrly every measure* for the District
which tt had really been hoped would
pass was enacted iuto law, all except
he request of the por diem employees

who wanted thirty days' leave of ab-
sence. This congress did not see fit to
grunt The coiuuilBSloncrs, however,
Jiave £100 days of leave to proportion
out among these employees, and tuts
will give each about live days off dur-
ing tlie year.

Cold slionldcr For Bx-Blemberi.
A noticeable feature of the session

which has just passed into history
was that ex-senaturs did not appear
on the senate floor so frequently as of
yore. In fact, the Impression seemed
to prevail tbnt these former senators
got the "cold shoulder," especially If
they were men engaged in business in
which there wns the faintest suspl-
plon that they were using tho Influence
of their former positions upon senators.
A year or two ago something of this
kind called forth a declaration In tue
fienate against tlie practice of former
semitora appearing on the floor of the
senate in the Interest of legislation. It
wns Senator Halo who spoke on thj!
subject, and he used emphatic lan-
guage. He Bald it was a pleasure to
meet former colleagues and welcome
them to the senate when they came as
visitors, entered the chamber for fho
purpose of renewing acquaintances and
made their visits a social event But
when former senators appeared as at-
torneys for bills of a doubtful character
mid used the privilege of the floor to
Importune senators to vote and work
for the measures he characterized their
nets as reprehensible and intimated
very strongly that he would take steps
to relieve senators from the disagreea-
ble company If the practice was not
stopped.
Senator* Who Never Come Baek.
Some ex-senators, though frequently

in Washington and sometimes at the
capital on business, never enter the
chamber. I think Thomas H. Carter
of Montana and William B. Ohandler
of Now Hampshire have never been on
the seunte floor since March 4, 1901.
That was the doy that Carter talked
the river and harbor bill to death. He
says that he has a feeling against go-
Ing to tbe senate. But he expects to
appear there again with a certificate of
election entitling him to serve six years
from the 4th of March, 1805. I do not
believe that Carter and Chandler havo
even been to tlie capital since their
terms expired.

EMmnnda la Particular.
Former Senator Edmunds of Ver-

mont has been seen on the floor since
he resigned, but lie has been particular
In the matter of law cases that would
take him to the senate and has refused
several big fees because ho would havo
to appear before a committee of bis
former colleagues and make an argu-
ment. He baa been known to prepare a
written opinion upon some matters,
notably the ship subsidy bill, but lie
has avoided congressional practice. I
know of one case relating to tbe ap-
pointment of a Bcnator by a governor
where the legislature failed to elect
when Edmunds is supposed to have
prepared a brief which was signed
and submitted by a young western
lawyer. It was said that the language
was plainly that of Edmunds and, fur-
ther, that the young man who sub-
mitted it could never have drafted
such a paper. •

utlierv Not So Slneamfeh. *
Tho late Thomas B, fteed did not

think it beneath the dignity of a for-
mer member of the house and a speak-
er for six years to be an attorney in
the matters pending in congress. On
more tlian one occasion he came to
Washington for the expreas purpose of
representing clients interested in legis-
lation. He did not go on the floor of
the house to see men, Mrk he saw them
In the ways and means committee
room and in the senate finance com-
mittee room. John G. Carlisle, who
was speaker six years, a member ot
the Benate and four years secretary of
the treasury, does mot share the scruples
of Edmunds, but is retained in cases
before the department and congress.

A Quick Shot!
"The quickest shot I ever heard In

the way of repartee," said Congress-
man Bnbcock of 'Wisconsin in a group
of men who wore talking of the now
famous. Cockran-Dalzcll bout In the
house, "occurred when Bill Price, who
for several years was a member of the
house, was a state senator in the Wis-
consin legislature.

"Price was a devoted Prohibitionist
and always made ono long speech each
session on his favorite theme. One
day in the middle of one of these
Bpeeclies he wns interrupted by a Ger-
mnn senator, a brewer, from up She-
boygan way, named Schneider.

" 'I want to ask the senator a ques-
tion,' said Schneider. 'I wont to ask
him If he knows the difference between
sauerkraut ami whisky?1

" 'Yes, sir,' retorted Price as quick as
a flush. 'Ono makes Duteli Deiaocrati
senators, and the other kills them.'

"Schneider Old not 3nro to speak to
Price the remainder of tho session."

BECTSA WILL
BE HANGED.

The jury in tho case of lliu State aguhist
Frank Beetsu, WIIOHS trial at Mornstown on
a charge of iimrdirhig Uinnlu Koot on tho
light of Dicembor 5, has consumed thu

greater pot tiou of tlio week, returned a ver-
dict of guilty at 9.30 yeuterday moniiug.

Bectaa was immediately sentenced to bo
hanged on June 10, between tbe hours of 8
a. in. and 2 p. ID,

The condomned man received his sentence
calmly. W'heu asked by Judge Pitney if he
had anything to say why sentence should
nut be passed, ue replied that he was innocent
t the crime charged—that be had never in

his life owned a pistol, Tbe sentence of tbo
court was then passed.

The case of Frank Bectea has attracted
moro ttiaa ordinary attention, first because
if its brutality and second because lie is the

second man to be tried cm so serious a churge.
The jury selected to hear the evidence fol-
lows:

John B, Stephens, Joseph H. Bostedo,
Daniel Brooks, Aaron Bott. JoshuB Van-
Nortwick, George F.#Volk, William 3. Orr,
John E. NorriB, Robert Sclnireraan, John
Roree, John Delttott, Edward Doremus.

The main point brought out in all the evid-
ence is that Bectea WOB ID a drunken condi-
tion and tbat repeated efforts to pacify him
resulted finally in his being thrown from the
house where bo boarded In retaliation two
Bhots wore flred through the front window of
tbe bouse, one of wbioh took effect In the
back part of tho head of little Minnie Root,
and from the effects of which sbo died tbe
following, day.

Bectea bad been discharged from
the mine at Hibern'a, a few days
prerioua. Ttiafc afternoon (5tli) he pur-
chased from a Dover man a large bottlo
of wbiakey. His landlord,, Kosiaky, claims
that the .man was in a drunken condition
when he arrived home. He b&caine BO ob-
noxious tbat Hunson, a neighbor, was sent
for and with the assistance of all the male
members of tbe bouse, Bectea woe put to bed.
Be remained just long enough for Munson
to leavt, when with vile threats he descended
to the first floor once more. Root, who lived
next door, was'tben called hi and the opera-
tion of putting Bectea to bed was repeated.

But all to no avail. He returned and this
time he was thrown bodily from the house
He became enraged, and as Kasisky peeped
from the window to discover bis where-
abouts, two shots were fired, one of which
resulted in death of Root's daughter Minnie.
When captured by H. R. Dobbins a few
hours later no pistol was found on the mur-
derer. The evidence all corroborates .the
story of Kasisky.

The taking of testimony was concluded on
Wednesday and after brief addresses from
opposing counsel tht caso was put In the
hands of the jury, '

It was Bald this moraing that the attor-
neys representing the condemned murderer
will take an appsal. Ex-Judge WUliord W.
Cutler, John M. MtUa and David F. Barkman
appeared for Beotsa.

DOVER HAN KILLED.

William F. ATerwln, locomotive fireman on
tile Lackawamm railroad, who for many
yean made Dover bis home, fell from his
engine a t Orauge station last Monday morn-
ing, and died a short while after at tbe
Orange Memorial Hospital. . *

Just hoW the accident occurred, no .one
knows. It is Bnpposed however, that the fire-
man was leaning out from the doorway of
the cab, behind the boiler, and that in passing
some freight.cars he was struck on the head
and thrown to the ground. A deep gasb in
the Bkull showB this theory to be more than
likely true. Ordinarily a person can lean
from the cab of an engine with perfect safety,
but this w.as a locomotive of the large mogul
type and very broad,
BThe train, hod pulled out of the station be-
fore the man was dicoverc-d. He was picked
up by Frank Manus and with Borne assistance
carried into the station and the Record
ambulance -was immediately summoned. Be
was driven in all haste to the hospital, but
died soon after he arrived. His left foot was
Mverod by the train, and this was afterward
picked up on the track. The cut on the head
is supposed to have caused his death.
. Tne remarkable feature of the unfortunate
accident was that two years ago, the husband
of Mrs. J. N. Carter, with whom Merwin
boarded In South Orange, was killed by a
locomotive In the same station and a t ap-
proximately the same place. The boarding
house is at 10 Fourth street, South Orange.

CAPTURED BOTH.

Thomas F. Brennan, of almost anywhere,
but moro recently employed by Harry Ken-
nedy a t Whartcn, was taken into cu6tody by
Marshall Byram Monday night, suspected of
having a valuable dog, owned by William H
Bonnard of Asliury Park.

Tbe dog is a fine
specie of black bull and looked to be all that
was claimed.

Mr. Bannard sent word to Dover last Fri-
day asking the officers to bo on thB lookout
for a man and dog and gave a description of
both. Officer Dealer says lie saw the man
and dog on the Wednesday preceding.
