WASHINGTON
HAPPENINGS.

(Special Correspondence.)
WASHIHOTOR, May 37.

The coi'ufnlesloni'fa of tUo'UlBtrlct ot
Columbia Uuve decided to exempt from
taxation tho property known as Oedni
Hill, In AnucoBtla, tlie former home ot

late Frederick Douglass and now
owned by the Frederick Douglass Me-
morial und Historical association.

At a recent bearing on tills matter
before the commissioners the secretary
of tlie association called tlio attention
of the commissioners to an act of con-
gress passed In 1900, which specifically
provides for the exemption of the prop-
erty In question when It came Into the
possession of the association in fee
simple. The property was so devlBOd
to the association by Mrs. Douglqss,
whose death occurred last December.

Bills Never Considered.
At every session of congress, and the

last was no exception, thousands of
bills are Introduced which cannot pos-
Bibly be considered. They are number-
ed and printed and referred to somo
committee, but even the committees do
not consider them. Senators and mem-
bers do not expect these bills to be con-
sidered when introduced, but copies are
Bent to the men Interested in them,
whether they are "crank" bills or mere-
ly claim and pension bills. There IT no
way to prevent a man from Introducing
as a bill anything that he wants to. It
is an open thoroughfare, the way to
the government printing office by the
bill route. Many bills are relntroduced
each year without the men who put

m in having the faintest Idea as to
what they contain. They find bills
which their predecessors have intro-
duced and put them again in the hop-
per. Often they are to penaiop men
who are dead and to pay claims that
have been satisfied. Then there Is a
class of bills that can never be consid-
ered as separate measures, and I refer
particularly to bills reducing or raising
the revenue* and those for particular
river and harbor Improvements.

OmnlbiM Lcclslatloa.

The time was when separata bills for
rivers and harbors passed, but that
was many years ago. It was also the
practice to pass separate bills for pub-
lic buildings land separate claim bills,
but now it is found practical to make
omnibus measures for this kind of leg-
islation. Dave Mercer, who-was a
member of the house for ten yean and
was defeated In .1902 for re-election,
was the father of the omnibus public
building bill, and hnnlreds ot cities all
over the country are Indebted to him
for buildings now being erected or on
the way. Toad Mahon, for a number
of years chairman of the committee on
war claims, found that be could get
bills through only by the omnibus
route, and a great many "old stagers"
have been paid In this manner,

y tome White Hoaae Tn»afcl«a>
The unreasonableness ot some men

who visit the White Honse was the
gad theme of one of the secretaries
the other day. "Now, for example," be
said; "John Smith, wanting employ-
ment as a laborer under the govern-
ment and not knowing where there was
a vacancy, Instead bt making a few In-
quiries lower down on the scale, thinks
sufficiently to consider it difficult to
one ot the president's numerous as-
sistants In the departments, then ceases
.thought and -heads for the White
Honse, where he asks to see the
president personally on an Important
errand.1 Or. he wants a poatofflea and,
fearing'the postmaster general may
be 'not In* io the applicant for one of
the 70,000 offices, concludes Instead to
call on the president ot 80,000,000 peo-
ple and demand a personal hearing
from him. Or he wants to file some pa-
pers In a matter which he knows will
not be ready for. consideration by the
chief 'executive., until some six months
later and wants to put the papers In
the president's bands so that that gen-
tleman may remember their contents
through all the details of those six long
months. ' ;

They Take OCeaae.
"This specification might be extended

to great length; And nearly[ e*ery;.one
of these free and-Independent Amer-
icans will take some offense upon being
told that he must;wait awhile, or that
he cannot see the president at all, but
must take bis business* up with some
one of the departments 'instead. He
refuses to-codslder that the officials of
the government departments ore neces-
sary assistants to the president, chosen
tb relieve him by attending for him to
the myriad details arising dally In the
conduct of the. government of which he
Is the head. .The popular attitude <
ward such officials among would be
public servants and benefactors seems
to bo that they are conveniences by
means of which the president evades
his personal duties and responsibilities.
And yet, when you come to think of It
the* selection by the people of one of
their number to preside tor a few years
over their public affairs does,not con
fer on that one any power to perform
miracles. He Is still human, and be
Is no more able after election than be-
fore to do all the work of government
single handed." '

But this secretary wbo discoursed as
above forgets that each American dtl-
Mm jvlio comes to Washington feels
that he has a right to present his case
to the,president The weary secretary
has overdrawn the picture, for most
men seeking the president have busi-
ness of Importance with him.

On the second floor are thi
ladies' parlors, a suite of three rooms. All
the rooms on both floors, open into the audi-
torium, the upper ones forming a gallery
with a Beating capacity, without the parlors,
of 300.

The
floors and celling are of Georgia pine, trim-
med with California red wood. In the base-
ment are the kitchen and dining-room. The
study Is in the third story in the base of tb
tower.
