Hanging in President lloosovelfa
private oillce in the executive offices
is the original of John J. Ingivlls1 noted
poem "Opportunity," It was presented
to the president some years ago by
Mrs. Ingalls and was framed and hung
in the president's office. In tho Juno
number of a mugazlne Dr. Nicolo
Glgllottl of Brio, Pa., declares that
he is tlie original author of the world
famed sonnet. Ho claims that it was
first written by him In 1887 and was
successively printed iu a number of
Italian papers, the names of which ho
gives. Ho Bays it was afterward pub-
lished in nn Itnliun paper in Denver.
Dr. Glgllottl says he sent to Mr. In-
galls a copy of it in English, the trans-
lation huvlng been made by Slartln
Battlo, a follower of the lute Heury
George. The two poems are said to bo
wonderfully similar.
