Health asking that tl,000 be appropriated
the board for the coming' year and 1300 for
current oxponscs was referred to tbe finance
committee and later granted.

A bill of Jamee H. Neighbour's for services
when he wus town attorney, amounting to
«20fl was brought to the attention of tbe
Council by Alderman Sturtevant of the
finance committee. In explanation Mayor
Seariug said the service in question was
done at the timo of taking over the water
plant. Councilman Dunham was of tbo
opinion that the bill should be paid and it
was so ordored.

Councilman Dunham asked if the traction
company had returned plans for new viaduct
and was informed in the negative.

The bills of B. D. Clark, A. M. MocPall
and L. D. Tillyor for back salaries were re-
ferred to the town attorney, Another bill
for salary and conducting sales, of A. M.
MacFull, one of George T. Werts which the
Council thought premature, a bill of the
Dover Printing Company and one of Hum-
mell & TiUyer were held over.

Alderman Sturtevant reported that It was
necessary to raise 120,000 for town purposes.

The Ordinance Commltteo was direoted to
draw an ordinanco for the amount, which by
the way is (1,000 less than was raised lost
year.

The question of a flro alarm system was
discussed and it transpired that the bid of the
Gainewell Ore alarm company had been
accepted and laid on the table last year.
Alderman Sturtevant wo«;of theoplulonlthat
an alarm system was necessary and quoted
the Insurance companies as saying tho town

as considerably behind the times In this re-
spect.

Councilman Dunham favored the alarm
but thought the taxes should be kept down.

On motion it was finally agreed to offer
one of the fire engines for sale and with the
money from that Invest in the Game well
system.

The ordinance providing for the yearly
budget of (20,000 was given its first and sec-
ond reading.

BURGLARS IN NIENDHAM.
The robberies in this section gees merrily

on, the Mendhom post office being the latest
place visited by the cracksmen.

Thieves entered the ofllco at that place on
Saturday morning early and carried off (250
in money and tlOU in postage stamps. Noth-
ing else in the place was molested. An en-
trance was effected through a front window
and the safe was dynamited.

After leaving the post offlco they went to
Guenther's stables and stole a "horse aud
rubber tired buggy, the harness seemed to
be their greatest difficulty, not finding a
single set readily they made shift with a part
of a double set. The horse did not take
kindly to this and apparently ran away be-
tween Hendham and Brookside.

A
pearl handle revolver and a brace and bit
wltli a rose wood handle was found near
where the wagon was overturned.

ANOTHER TROLLEY.
A high speed trolley line between Lake

Hopatcong and Newark, ovor the whole dis-
tance on a private right of way, and without
a single grade crossing, is tho latest proposi-
tion in railway affairs in this port of the
State. A meeting was held in Morristown
lost Saturday to consider tho scheme. En-
gineer Vermeule and Edwin W. Hammer,
who represented the interests of a number of
New York capitalists addressed the meeting
and explained a tentative plan which would
reduce the time between the two points to
one hour flat, or twenty five minutes less
than is made by the fastest summer trains of
the Lackawanna Railroad.

The route of the proposed Northern Coun-
ties Electric Railway Company,as it would be
called is from the most desirable point at
Lake Hopatcong through Wharton, Dovor,
and Rockawayto Uonvillo, there to connect
with a spur to Boonton and thence to Little-
ton, Morristown, Madison, Chatham, and
Summit to Newark. :

A number ot citizens of this county from
the towns above mentioned have expressed
their confidence in tho feasibility and success
ot such an undertaking. I t has been estima-
ted that at least 13,000,000 would be required
for the construction and equipment of the
proposed roadj and that this sum would be
forthcoming from the aforesaid capitalists
provided it was decided to push through the
proposition.
