rustees Hold a Meeting and Hear
Reports of Committees.

A meeting of the Trustees of the Dover
Pnblio Library was held at the Library
at 8 o'clock on Wednesday evening. Mayor
Bearing, Dr. A. B. Richardson, Mrs. Robert
Klllgdre, Miss Crittendon and Edward Kelley
were present

The Committee on By-Laws and Organisa-
tion reported progress and stated that their
report would be ready next week. That
on permanent location for the library said
that: this very important matter would re-
quire further time. The flint story of the
old chwirh buildings by rnnMrcr & tsw minor
changes, with an entranoe from Blacsrtria
street and properly fitted up, would make a
desirable location and In foot the whole
building could be utilised to good advantage
and make good, desirable permanent quar-
ters.

Many matters of Importance were dis
cusBed, suoh as demand for Immediate action,
for larger and better quarters, more books,
an open library every day in the week, and
pnblio interest in this Institution of the town
which would not only contribute to the
education and morals of our clttrans, but
furnish a free reading room for the public,
oonduoted In tin interest of aU and under
the Immediate contrail of the town,

The trustees expressed their strong oon-
viotions that this institution although at
present of small duneutlpns and without the
required funds to moke tt a success, would be
taken bold of by our public spirited men end
women who would be determined to. make
the Free Publio Library of Dover something
to be proud of.

SONS OF VETERANS KEEL

The Prospects Are Good For a New
Camp Being Organized.

On Saturday evening hist a number of
representative sons of veterans in this
vicinity came together and determined that a
camp should be established In Dover, where
once a large and enthusiastic one flourished.

Captain Jones, of Camp No. 13 at Montr
olair, was present and explained the manner
of organizing a camp under modern rules
and regulations.

B. A. Lammerson was made chairman of
the meeting; William Leek, secretary, and
D. T. Morgan, treasurer.

It was resolved that all should beoome re-
cruiting officers and at once get abont secur-
ing members and that on Saturday evening
of this week they assemble and determine by
the result of the recruiting whether or not a
camp should be organised. If the roll proves
encouraging an election of officers will be
held at that time and the muster in and in-
stallation of officers wiH take place on Satur-
day evening, July 10.

This is a patriotio order non-partisan and
non-sectarian, to which any male descendant
of honorably discharged veterans of the Civil
War, 1861-1865, at the age of eighteen years
is eUgable to membership; an order of which
any self -respecting man may be Justly proud.

There are at this time abont 100,000 mem-
bers, whloh number it Is expected will be
materally increased during the current year.
