EIGHTEEN KILLED.
Chloago Sunday Sohool Pjenlo Train

Crashes Into * Freight.
Chicago, July 14—Eighteen members

of the Sunday school of Doremua Oon-
grogational church. Thirty first and
Butler streets, went to'death with Joy
in their hearts and a hymn on their
lips, while sixty-eight persons, mostly
children, members of the same Sunday
scaool, were maimed and mangled jn a
collision or, the Chicago and Eastern
Illinois railway between Chicago
Heights and Glen-wood, twenty-five
miles from Chicago.

It was the annual picnic of the San-
day school and hundreds of children,
with their parents and frlcndsy had
gone to>the picnic grounds at Momence,
111. The picnic was over and the train
was on the return to Ohlcaio when the
accident occurred.

When the train reached Chicago
Heights It was switched to the east
track, the regular southbound right of
way, and received the signal that -the
line was clear. When two miles had
been made fend the lights of Qlenwood
were In a view a freight train out of
sight beyond a curve started to back
from the south to the northbound
track

The engine driver of the excursion
train saw It as his engine swung
around the turn, but it was too late.
The excursion train crashed into the
frtyght, and In an Instant followed the
smashing of the first car. With the
engine it went almost ̂ through the rear
.cars of freight, It wa,« crushed like a
paper box and the lives of most of those
in the forward end were snuffed out.

Behind the car the impact was felt
vsitli such force as to throw e>ery pas
senger from the seats ot the rear cars.
The baggage cor was jammed on top
of the first passenger car1 as the re-
actionary shock came and the dead and
wounded were* pinioned together un-
derneath fine wreckage

THE BIDDLE OUTRAGE.

Special Session of Court anil ludje Gasklll

Chargts Jury.

The special session of court at Mt. Holly to
consider the oases of Aaron Timbers, Jonas
Sunnu and William Auittn, the negroes
identified In the recent robbery and assault
on Mrs. Charles Biddle at her home between
Mt. Holly and Turlington, was convened at
the former plaoe on Tuesday. Mr. Biddle's
condition prevented her from being present.

In substance, 3 udge Gaeklll, who presided,
charged tho grand Jury as follows:

" Thore are several matters requiring your
attention, the foremost of whloh Is the crime
recently committed in bur community. The
prosecutor will show that the victim is.Mrs.
Biild'io, The State will present evidence
showing that the persons apprehended have
been recognized and identified as the
perpetrators,of this orlnie and all present ore
equally guilty. These accused poisons at the
point of a revolver-oompelled Mrs. Biddle to
go where her money was kept. That oon-
Btitutoa highway) robbery. It,Is a higher
crime than ordinary' robbery and warrants
more severe punishment.

" You may be able to find indictments
against these three men with' threatening to
kill the officers when Jobn Antrim, under
tho old English laws, Taiaed what is termed
the hue and cry, which obliged all those who
hoard him to take- part In the chase for the
criminals, The action was just as legal as
though they had beon,armed with warrants.

In connection with this case another
orimo has been committed, that of assisting
felons to escape The prosecutor hasr' in^,
formation tbat, without resisting the officers,
they, lu various ways aided the felons to
escape TbUIsanoffenos,' Not having done
this they are accessories after the fact"

Tbe grand jury promptly returned Indict-
ments against all the principals and acces-
sories. These indictments will be sufficient
for the extradition, without the formality of
requisition, of Timber, Slmms and Austin,
who are In jail in Pennsylvania.

Frank T. LlOyd, prosecutor of Csmden
Countyr has been in consultation with a
numbor of members of the New Jersey
Legislature with a view of having enacted a
law to impose a heavy penalty, probably
hanging, for the crime of attacking women.
He says there is a strong sentiment in favor
of capital punishment, for the crime.—New-
ark News. -

At
the point where tbe operations have already
been7 begun it is nbout two feet in depth,
overlying a depth of eioelleni brick clay,

She
said that she had been -unable to find her
husband and therefore never collected a cent
other aUlmony. Recently she heard tbat Cook
was employed hi Brooklyn tand she came
here and. caused his arrest.

On the witness stand, yesterday,' Cook
swore that he was earning only $12 per week
and'that he could not afford to pay bis wife
tlioallimony she claimed. The Magistrate
told him that he thought that a man with
his expert knowledge of gun powder should
be earning more than 113 per week.' In view
of the circumstances, Magistrate Furlong
ordered Cook to pay his wife (4 per week
and give a bond for 1208. This Cook said he
was unable to do dad the Magistrate, thor-
oughly exasperated, said;

'•You'll giva that bond or go to the
Penitentiary." • /

Later, a , friend of Cook's furnished tbe
bond. As Cook turned to leave the court
room, he remarked: •

:'J- think I .have' been most, unjustly
treated" )

Magistrate Furlong replied: "That is not
a good remark for you, Cook. I understand
your caie fully and I think you are getUng
off lightly."

Cook was a sort of superintendent at tbe
United States Army Depot at Ficatinny and
had beta a touted employee for years.
His habits toward the latter part of his stay
in tliis notion were such that MB superiors
were.loroed to Uke drastic measures, warn-
ing aim that unless he changed hiiwaya his
time of employment would be abort He
failed to mend, however, and some time
about April he sold his household, goods and
left this section, Us .wife having, separated
from him some time before.
