MURDER AT GREEHSPOT.
Cripple Shoots His Wife After darnel-She

Hai Been His Support.

Albert Flsch, a dissipated cripple,
murdered his wife between 9 and 10
o'clock Saturday night by shooting her
three times, after having otherwise
assaulted her In their miserable home
at a place called Green. Spot, which is
near what is known as the Buckwheat
mine of the New Jersey Zinc Company
properties at Franklin Furnace and
about eleven miles from Newton.

Residents of the locality learned of
tjhe crime while walking along the
road on which Is located the dilapi-
dated shack in which Flsch and his
wife lived. The latter lay on the
ground just outside of the house and

ch, who' lost an eye, a leg and a
hand in an accident in the mines a
long time ago, was hobbling about,
groaning and muttering unintelligibly.
He seemed In a dazed condition and
though he still had the. revolver of
heavy caliber with which the shooting

i done, he made no" attempt to drive
any one off the premises.

Those first on the scene saw at a
glance that the woman .was dead, and
Justice of the Peace Cummlngs was
notified. He immediately drew up a
complaint and warrant and went to
the house and made Flsch a prisoner,
several persons having remained with
the murderer to prevent the possibility
of an attempt at escape or at eulclde.
He "offered no resistance and could
make no coherent statement as to
what led to the murder, except that he
and his wife had quarreled.

Coroner Dowllng, of Sparta, readied
the scene later In th,e night, and after
a brief investigation ordered the hold-
ing of an Inquest on Monday, Sheriff
Andress and Prosecutor Huston also
went to the scene from Newton. The
former took charge of the murderer
and took him. to the Sussex county
jail. The Prosecutor learned that
Flsch had been drinking hard for sev-
eral days, and that while always of a
disagreeable disposition he had lately

m more, quarrelsome than usual
when In his cups. When he reached
hbme; Saturday afternoon aftor having
been out all day he began to abuse
and quarrel with his wife Later he
went out, and when he returned again
In the evening- he resinned the quarrel
His wife 1B believed,to have resented
his' behavior; more than she ' usually
did, and about 9! SO o'clock he pro.
cured hie pistol and fired three shots
at lier; . Each of 'the ;bullets took ef-
fect The first two struck her in the
breast and abdomen from the front
ot the body, tod the third one lodged
In her back, leading; to the belief that
she was trying to escape him after she
had been mortally wounded, and that
she dropped dead Just. as shei reached
the. open air and as the third bullet
hit her, %

Flffch is.about 46 years old,, and hli
wife waa. only about SO and quite
good looking She bad to support him
by doing whatever work she could nnd.
They had no children.
