DIES IN PRISON.

DEPOSED BY HIS
. BROTHER, ABDUL HAMID,

—

Was Khown as The *“Man in The
fron Mask "’--Buried With Devoted
Mother Who Shared His Captivify.

London, Aug. 80.—1c is officlally an-
nounced from Congtantinople that for-
mer Sultan Murad V. has died of dia-
betes. ELis remalns have been interred
In the Yenidjami mousoleum at Stam-
boul, where Lis mother is burfed.

Murad V. was born in 1840 and as-
tended the throne after the murder of
lie Bultahn Abdul Aziz, May, 1876. In .
July of that year Murad was placed
inder the regency. of his brother, the
present sultan, Azdul Hamid 11, and
tn Aug, 31 he wus detbroned.

Outwardly this act was performed
legally by the councll of ministers on
the ‘ground that he was insane. The
teal facts in the case, however, will
probably never be known, but it has
been claimed that Murad was a good
deal.more -sane than his brotler, and
e of the-grentest terrors of Abdul
Hamed's existence was the fear that
this Turkish “Man with the Irvonm
Maek,” as be has been termed, might
tacape from his place of confinement
In the Cheragan palacé.
