Joseph Andrews and J'red Kennerup,
two painters employed by Charles K.
Ely, had s narrow escape from being
dashed to death on Monday.

Both young men had been palnting
the front of the Hairhouse bullding on
Blackwell street and were working on
a swinging scaffold. On returning to
work after the noon hour they hoisted
their scaffold to the windows of the
third figor, Which 18 between forty and
fitty feet -from the ground, and
stepped on it; Andrews at the same
time atlempting to even up his end
and make fast the rope.
