NOWJISSURED

TOWN AGREES TO BEAR

PART OF THE EXPENSE

Council Passes Ordinance at Special
Heetinu Monday Night-Work to
Commence Within Thirty Days
and Completed by July i, 1905.

Despite the raiting and all else
Dover Is to have that viaduct, and one .
of the most dangerous grade cross-
Ings along'the line ot the Lackawnn-
na Railroad will be abolished.'

At a special meetlrfe of the Com-
mon Council on. Monday night on or-
dinance was passed permitting the
Lockawanna Railroad,-Company, and
the MorriB County Traction Company
to begin operations "Within • thirty
days. The date ot completion Is July
1, ,1905. . . T

The viaduct was much argued on
Monday night, the details being care-
fully gone over. Secretary Allcman,
of the Morris. County Traction Com-
pany, and Assistant Engineer Can-
tine, of the Imckawanna Railroad, met'
In conference with the town officials*
and the rules were practically sus-
pended from the outset.

Mayor Searing brought the subject
to the fore, stating that the meeting;
wae called, to discuss tho proposed
new viaduct and that he supposed the
railroad companies would do it If the
town would stand the expense. Be-
fore the first ordinance was drawn
the railroad companies were to-build
the viaduct entirely; but now it tran-
spires that they would have tbe town
do a certain portion and lust "what
that is is not entirely clear. Mr. Sear-
Ing said an ordinance had been pre-
pared, and: on resolution It was reaA "
for Information,

The alxth section ot this ordinance
SMm~brte be. the bone, of contention
^ '"after same dlspusslon it was snads-
to read that the town stand the ex-
pense of cobbling the gutters on the
approaches, laying a curb ltne,lstylnc,
the sidewalks and changing water and
other pipes. ""

Mr, Canttne stated that his com-
pany would not bear any part of the
expense of paving the approaches to
the bridge proper and It was ar-
ranged with Mr. Alleman to mac-
adamize that portion ; for the privi-
lege of laying double tracks 'over, the
bridge. Mr. Cantlne farther said that
at no time since the viaduct has been
talked of did bis company commit it-
self as to the paving. He 'acknowl-
edged that the. question was put to
the official* of. the Lackawa-nna but
said they aid not accept it. He went-
on to Bay -that aB It was' the cost
would be something over J6O.00O, and
the part the, town 'wae expected to do-
was not In the least exorbitant. The
Dackawahiia, Mr Cantlne said, would
never. have made , any kind of a
proposition had the traction company
not wishes to make a orosslng. and
the grade crossing would never have-
been abolished..

It was finally agreed that the rail- >
road companies do all filling, build
retaining walls, stand the lliunages «f
the abutting property owners, the
street railway to macadam approaches'
and the town to do as stated . above..
The town will also maintain the wear- -
Ing surface of the bridge, the Joint
partB.-of the structure.

Mr. Cantlne said they would start
within thirty days and that the w o *
would be of the best throughout, noth-
ing shoddy in the least degree.
