Vptlo*- machines are a part of the
ballor^reform system and have already
cost nearly (50,000, and thus It may
be.seen that every 'dollar of increase
Is easily accounted for In the im-
provements mentioned.

There is no State In the Union that
can boast of a greater Interest in edu-
cation than New Jersey, and she Is
today distributing among the munici-
palities of the State $918,000 to help
them pay their school tax. No party
wjll* ever be condemned for throwing
open the doors of public • Instruction
and offering greater opportunities of
education to the youth.

Mr, Hlllery said that In the ex-
penses of tho State were 1250,000 spent
annually for etone roads. -'New Jer-
sey can boast of more miles of hard
road than any, - other State In the
Union.1 These roads are a means of
easy access to markets for those U\-
lng In the rural districts, and the peo-
ple would never vote to cut this Item
of expense.

The equal taxation^ question was
next taken up by the speaker and his
remarks showed that he had given
the subject careful study. He told of
the resolution already passed and the
committee' appointed to go into the
merit* of this matter, and that Mr.
Block was a member of the commit-
tee. The law of 1884, under which the
present system of taxing railroads was
started and the meaning of the vari-
ous terms used to describe the differ-
ent taxable properties' of railroads, was
discussed, and the manner of taxing
as proposed by the Democrats was
shown up,- Jo the detriment of the
Demooratio party. The latter party
'proposes to tax all' the personal prop-
erty of the railroads at the local rates,

What may concern the coming ses-
sion of the New Jersey Legislature is
a suit In the Supreme Court In which
a decision Is expected next month.
The question raised In the suit Is
whether the State courtH have any
authority over vessels plying on the
Morris Canal and Lake Hopatcong. It
Is contended Lake Hopatcong Is a
navigable water and under the juris-
diction of the Courts Df Admiralty of
the United States; that the Morris
Canal. Is an artificial waterway ex-
tending from the, Delaware River at
Fhllllpsburg to Newark Bay, being
navigable to the Atlantic Ocean, with
Its supply coming from Hopatcong
Lake.

If this contention be upheld it will
arrest any proceeding by the Legis-
lature to abandon .the Morris Canal.
Foster F. Blrjn, of Dover, brought
suit against Austin King and Alfred
Walton, owners of the. steamboat Ada,
running .on Lake Hopatcohir, for re-
pairs to the boat. The vetBel was
seized by the Sheriff of Morris county
to enforce a Hen, Then It was assert-
ed the New. Jersey courts had no juris-
diction to enforce an alleged Hen upon
a vessel on navigable waters exclu-
sively wHhln the jurisdiction of the
courts of the United States. The con-
stitutionality of the statutes of New
Jersey In* reference to the enforcement
of liens on vessels is questioned.—(New
York press.
