Emperor William underwent an op-
eration some time ngo for a cancerous,
growth in his throat It wag widely
announced at the time that the grqwtb
was benignant.

His father, the Emperor Frederick,
died pf-ti cancer In the throat, the first
operation in his case being followed
by announcements,, on the authority ol
Sir Morel Mackenzie and other famous
Burgeons, that the growth wan of
n benignant character. A second op-
eration performed after Ills accession
to the throne resulted In Frederick's
dentb.

When the cancerous growth QrBt
mnde Its appearance In the throat of
Emperor William It was feared that
the curse of the Houenzollems had
lighted upon him and that he, too,
would prove a victim.

Surgeons who removed the growth
were positive in their statements that
the'growth was not malignant, but of
a slight, benignant character, and that
there would be no ill effects.

The announcement that the emperor
will have to undergo another operation
is received with much alarm.

Ttlluridt Operators Yield to' P*msnd

Whloh Caused Reotnt 8trikt.
Denver, Colo., Nov. 15.—Notices have

been posted at the mills of the five big
mines of the Telluride region that the
eight hour duj will prevail In the mills.
The plants concerned are Smuggler
Union! Liberty Bell, Tomboy, Nellie
and Alta.

It was the demand for-this conces-
sion in the mills of the state that pre-
cipitated the strike in the. mills and
mines of Colorado and caused the bitter
strife between unionists and mine own-
ers in the Telluride and the Cripple
Creek regions.

The minimum wage promised' undei
'the new arrangement is $3 a dfiy. At
one time the Western Federation of
Miners offered to accept $2.75 for an
eight hour day.

While no authorized announcement to
that, effect has* yet been made, i t Is the
•general opinion that under the new
order no discrimination will be mode
againstthe employment, of union men.

FOUR MEN
ASPHYXIATED

WORKING FOPCE AT
^ GAS PLANT OVERCOME

Attempt to Fix Valve Disastrous—
Heroic Try for a Rescue-Timely
Arrival ot George E Bunne/J
Averts Explosion.
An accident that rivals the' recent

terrible affair at the WharioV .furnace
occurred at the manufacturing plant'
of the Dover. Hockaway •'arid Port
Oram Gas Company Thursday morn-
ing, hardly before the day's Work,
had fairly begun.

Four young men, all of whom were
under twenty-five years of age, were
cut down in the bloom of glorious
youth. The victims of the accident

Ellas Chamberlain, twenty-five
years, gas mixer, William Bulmer,
seventeen years, fireman, of Dover;
Otto Bdeshum, of Garfleld, and anoth-
er young man, of Passaic, whose first
name was Ouetave. The two latter
were painters, •

AH four were-overcome by Inhaling
gas fumes and three lost their lives
in a heroic attempt to save Buhner.

Just how it all happened will never,
be known, since all of those directly
connected are dead, but circumstances
show that Bulmer was fixing a valve,,
which had been damaged, and was the
first to succumb. Under the floor-«f
the .meter room there la a
•valve, tapped with a short
nectlon to a 10-inch
that runs direct to the large holders
outside. The valve known as the
'drip valve' could be operated by a'
rod from the meter room. It is sup-i
posed that Bulmer found the valve
out of repair, since the rod was de1-'
tached from, the \alve and that he
went through a trap door in the floor,
to repair It. The floor Is but four
feet from the ground; And before ]

"When we started away after the
wedding last night," she told the doc-
tors, "our friends nearly covered us
with rice. My ear has been bothering
me ever since, and I think some of
the rice has lodged there."

Although the doctors did their best
they were unable to discover any rice
in the ear: They admitted that one
of the grains might have penetrated
so far In the aural canal that It could
not be discerned from without—Satur-

VICTIM OF ACCIDEHT DEAD.

Stephen Jorvorick, a Hungarian
miner, who was injured in the mine
accident at Hlbernla some two
months ago, died in -Memorial Hos-
pital at Mnr.-iatown on Monday. Three
men wsro killed outright In this acci-
dent and Jovorlck had his spine
broken. ' . - . " • ' .

The man showed a vitality far above
the ordinary, since he lived nine
weeks with his spinal column crushed
in several places and knowing he
must surely die In the end. The cir
culatlon was almost entirely destroy-
ed below his waist and his legs at
the time of death were but half -their
normal size.

Some little time before the accident
Jorvorick had sent for his wife and
child, who were in Hungary, and they
reached this country a week after the
accident. They will shortly return to
their former homo. . -

J. W. Nichols, earning a $3,000 sal-
ary In the office of J. P. Morgan & Co.,

Chamberlain, It Is presumed; was J)n
another part of the building mlxJng
gas and when on signalling he failed
to get the power he hastened to see
where Bulmer was,' and In the at-
tempt to rescue him suffered the same
fate. Edeshum and his t:ompanion
were painting the holders arid also
went to lend succor. The unkiWwn
man was the last man to enter the
hole, as was shown by the position of
the. bodies, one haying' fallen on the:
other, the two painters lost.

That the accident would have beeir
far more disastrous but for the timely,
arrival of George E. Bunnell, of Rock-
away, is true beyond a doubt. Mr.
Bunnell, who helped Install the ptant,
reached the works about 8:45 «. m,
and knowing the employees, thought
to visit them. H found no one about
but all the machinery "was runntBe.and
a full head of steam was on.' He went
from one room to the other untttho
reached the meter room, which- Is In
the rear, and on Teaching that room
was nearly overpowered by the odor
of gas. A glance through- the trap
showed the state of affairs, and he at-
tempted to lift the unknown man, who
waa yet alive, to the floor abpve>. This
he was unable to'do owing-to. weak-
ness, the effects of a recent Illness,
and feeling; the fumes settling over
him he staggered to the open a^i tell
to the ground. He revived somewhat!
and went to the front of the grounds
and tried to attract workmen nearby,
but without success. He then crawl?
ed to the second 'floor to the 'phone
and told Superintendent Charles P.
Cook, who was at the business office
on Sussex street, of the accident Mr.
Cook told him to shut the gas off from
the yard and he.did so. The unfortu-
nate men were then takep^ from tit
place beneath the meter !rbom "to! tl
yard, but Dr. R. L. Cook, (who,(w<
first to arrive, found no'signs"bf'jW
Drs. Farrow and Cummins alfq, yle^e •
the bodies and found the meVBeyen
human aid. , '. . .i.. "• '•

Coroner Surnburger also viewed the
bodies and went over ~ the ground,
finally issuing burial permits.'

Had Mr. Bunnell not come along at'
the time the boilers must surely have
exploded, since the fires, and machin-
ery were going at a great fate, and
he water in the boilers was so low,
hat none showed In "the gauge.

All four men were considered trust-
worthy and were held In high esteem
by the company officials. Chamber-"
lain has been a Dover -boy all his life
and has been employed with, the gas
company since Its installation. Bul-
mer came to Dover from Stroudsburg,
Pa, and had been employed at the
plant same time. The two painters
were simply here painting the hold-
ers or tanks and had about completed
their work.
