MAN AND HORSE
BOW KILLED

IN RUNAWAY un MOUNTAIN

ROAD TO BERKSHIRE

Mail Killed by Concussion of Brain
'•'Horse Had Broken Neck—Com-
panion Escapes with Broken
Collar Bone.
Jacob Talmadge, aged 1^ year*, was

the victim of a runaway accident on
Monday night that elided" fatally to
both himself and the horse '.he droye.

John Cole, one of the night-watch- •
men, employed at the United • States
Powder Depot at Piceatlnny, heard
cries for help and the mad galloping
of a horse about 8 o'clock on the
night named. The shouts came-from
the recently constructed' cut off road
of the Berkshire Mounitaln.-and to this
place Cole hurried, only to come upon
the body of a horse lyin^ In the road-
way. Some 190 feet or more up ihc
hilJ was a boxllyi" wrecked wagon an"d
about forty feet beyond, the lifeless
body of a man. i

Gole gave th(f alarm and Coroner
Surrfburger was notified and he anar
Undertaker Dalrymple went to the
scene. The Coroner Investigated as
best he might and,the body was ta*cn
to Dalrymple's morgue at this place.

Papers in the dead man's- pockets
identified Mnv-amJ his parents at Wel-
don were notified. •

Later is was learned that a cousin,
a young fellow named: Martin, had
been with Talmaage, but haa been
thrown out at the top of the hill. Mar-
tin sustained a broken shoulder ,boni>.

Martin says that while. at • .Mount
Arlington that day Talmadge twfce
traded horses and when they left the
place they drove a big powerful black
pacer. Taliflbdee and Martin-, -then
drove to the Berkshire VaMey Hotel,
where Landlord Woods ease the form-
er had something to eat, Martin naL.

move the remains to the home of
Elmer Talmadge a brother at Mount
Hope, to await burial, but this was
Impossible owing to the condition of
the body and he was Kept at the
morgue until this morning when
the funeral seniccf were held in the
Hurdtown M. B. Church and intei-
mer.t wa? in the adjoining cemcter>.
