GUILTY OF PETIT LARCENY.

Itwis Prlsk Comlclti-Clannct Brown Mow
Being Tried.

Lewis Frisk, of Dover, was tried at
Morrlstown on Tuesday on the charge
of stealing--«llk from the mlllu of
George Singleton, at this irtact; prior
to May 18. Prisk was deffodad- by
Charles SUlwell, of Morris****,-, and
K W . Ellicott, of Dover.

George Singleton was the first sworn
and he Identified the skeins of silk
that were produced as coming from
his factory by the peculiarity of the
tie band and also the lustre of the silk.
He said Prlsk had been employed as
an assistant foreman in the reeling de-
partment, under his brother, Samuel
Prlsk. He also said the accused bad
admitted taken silk found at his
brother-in-law's home.

James P. Kelly, of Dover, testified
as to finding the 'silk in a bag at Clar-
ence Brown's house and Identified the
bag as the one he found there. He
also told of arresting Prisk and that
Prlsk said he had taken the silk and
there was no use to read the warrant.
Justice Gage, also of Dover, testified
much tlie same.

Ford D. -Smith, a Dover lawyer, was
sworn and testified that Prlsk had
said before JuBtlce Gage that he had
taken waste and cut skeins and that
he. took one of the skeins out and ask-
ed Munson Searing if It was cut be-
fore Frisk and Searing replied In the
negative.

Munson Searing, of Dover, said he
had told
what he
Prisk was frightened and said he had
only taken waste and cut skeins'. ' He
and) Mr. Singleton saw him later In
tie day" and" tried to get him trf7 tell
about the barrel'of silk that had been
found in New York. On cross-exami-
nation, Mr. Searing said that the em-
ployes very frequently carried out
waste to avoid being reprimanded.

The Jury was' out some time, finally
rendering trveraict of guilty.

The trial of Clarence Brown, of Do-
ver, for receiving the stolen silks, was
started after the mileage of the Jurors
was taken Tuesday. (
: Prosecutor Rathbun, In opening, went
into details as to how he Intended to
trace a barrel of silk that was shipped
to Rudolph Cohen, of New York, back
to Clarence Brown, and several wit-
nesses were called for this purpose.
- Sergeant J. J. Murphy, of the New
York police force, identified the silk
produced as the same as was found In
the barrel at Cohen's place and;also
used against him In the New York po-
lice court. When Lawyer Stllwell
tried to brlnj.out what had become of
Cohen, the evidence was not admitted.

Alonzo ScaVfoss, express agent at
Port Murray, N. J., swore that the
barrel arrived there the evening of
May 11 and left the next morning with-
out being taken from the, office. It
was consigned to F. B. Brown. (Who
kept a general store, rand he came m
the next morning and put the'tag on
It for-R. Cohen and got a receipt for
C. Thatcher. His books showed that
it had been shipped from Dover.
' Mr. Singleton Identified the »Uk as
coming from his mill.

Lloyd Thorpe, an express driver, of
Dover,' testified that Clarence Brown
had given him a barrel on May 11 to
be shipped to F. B. Brown, at Port
Murray.

Hugh Hulshlzer, an express messen-
ger' on the Easton mail train, swore
that he brought the barrel up on his
train and the next morning it was put
on at Port Murray and he opened It to
see what waa In It, and arriving /at
Hoboken reported the matter to the
express people, who had the barrel
held. y

Charles Mertes and Daniel Shea,
clerks In the U. S. Express office at
Hoboken, testified to seeing the barrel
but did not know what was In It. On
the afternoon of May 13th they both
saw Brown come there looking for the
barrel and Mertes had told h(nr they
knew nothing about it. 'They.went to BenjaminSOoKe', arr-engineer of MoW-
