NON-ATTENDANTS

Board of Education Hear of Young
Children Not »t School—School
Lines Not to be Changed—Olher
Business,

The monthly meeting of the Board
of Education was held Tuesday night
and aside from routiné business the
parents of children under the age
whereby the schoal laws control them
were severely scored and the new
member was seated.

H. W. Crabbe took his seat as pres-
ident, vice E. J. Ross, resigned, and
Dr. J. W. Farrow was sworn In as a
member of the Board.

The minutes of the ‘two previous
meetings were read and approved
Supervising Princlpal J. H. Huleart
rendered his report for November
which was received and ordered filed.
The report showed the average atiend-
ance to be better this year than last
year for November. Dr. Hulsart also
submitted to the Board the question
a8 to whether the compulsory feature
of the State school laws ghould not be .
tnore strictly enforced. Going on he
reported the following pupils who were
non-attendants or have entered and
since apparently permanently with-
drawn: Rose Marra, aged 11; Leslie
Bockoven, "age 12; Mary McMahon,
age 9; Willie Corey, age 11; Charles
Johnson, age 11; Carlo Zulla, age 12;
Mary Hance, age 12, and Willlam
Morse, age 13. All of these come un- .
