NIGHT BLAZE
MOST DISASTROUS
HOUSE OWNED BY

LORENZO D. TILLYER

And, Occupied by Frank Cn Totally
destroyed With Contents-Family
Hn Narrow Escape, Fled to Strtel
in Want Robes-Hem Loss.
The house at the corner of William

and Gold'streets, owned by L. D. Till-
yer'and occupied by Frank Cox, was,
together with Its contents, totally de-
stroyed, by fire shortly before
midnight on Friday of last week

The flames hadt galnea such head-
Way and rushed on with suclTrapIdlty
that the occupants, .several of whom
had retired for the, night, had soma
trouble to escape In their night robes.
pifo''lives were losfc however, but this
was due to the presence of mind of
the/unfortunates themselves.
>, The firemen were unable to cope
with the flames; which had the house
enveloped before they arrhed

The blaze, the former says, started
In the front cellar where the coal is
stored and of which there was a large
amount on hand. ; The place Is also
ueed as a furnace room and the gas
supply comes through there also. The
flames burned a way to the rear of the
building, then upwards, the back of
the house being completely burned
out before the front walls fcallapsed

The fire was discovered by Raymond
and Miss Agnes Cox at about the same
time, shortly before eleven o'clock.

The former was in the library with
a younger, brother, Harold; and he
heard the crackling under the floors.
At the same time Miss 'Agnes, who was
preparing to retire, fanlced she smell-
Ed, smoke, and rushed to the hall,
(Miere'she met her brother, who said
the house was afire. He then ran to
the fire box, some fifty feet from the
fro.pt porch, and attempted to turn In
an alarm, the while yelling "Fire1"
'The-alarm, whloh was box 23,; refused
to work, and Miss Edith Helman
'phoned a call from the residence of
Dr. R A. Bennett. Raymond, after
leaving the flre. box, went to thebase->
irieht ainlngaroom arid broke In the
door. . He seized a chair or two but
was forced to get out, -the flre having
burned the hair ori the left aide of his
head.

While the brother had been thus
engaged MlsB Agnea told the others,
her mother and grandmother, Mrs.
fiosenagle, sister Lucy and a dress-
maker, Mies Mary Hylant, of Wharton,
who had -all retired

By this time the flre was burning
fiercely and Cle house was filled with*
dense smoke. Raymond, Harold and
Miss Agnes had left the house, as had
John Kennedy, an-employee of Mr.
Cox, who was on the third floor and
who. was awakened by the shouts.

Mrs. Cox put Lucy, a younger
daughter, on the front 'poroh roof and
•he and Miss Hylant went to aid Mrs.
Rosenagle,' who Is almost a bedridden
Invalid.'. The latter had crawled to a
window, wearing but a thin night gar-
ment, and from thence to a small rear
poroh, where she was barely hanging
fast by the window ledge. Mrs. Cox
and Mlas Hylant dragged her into the
room and to the front porch, where
fortunately assistance was obtainable.

Harry J. Johnson and John Kenst-
ler happened 'to be In the neighbor-
hood at the time the alarm. was given
and they "hastened to the scene, Mr.
Johnson, who Is a- fearless, muscular
young fellow, climbed the rose trellis
to the porch roof and one after the
other took the three ladles and the
young girl to the ground. Mrs. Rose-
nagle' by this time was unconscious
and a dead weight, and' some diffi-
culty was experienced In getting her
to the ground.. Mrs. Cox was the last
person down and the trellis gave way
under the combined weight of heraelf
and Johnson, and He half fell
and half jumped with her In, his arms.
r Miss'Edith Cox and Frank Cox, the
father and husband of the unfortunate
family, were down town and returned
in time to see the greedy flames close
over the home accumulated by years
of hard labor.

The house Mr. Tillyer had Insured
for 14,000, while,. Mr. Cox carried but
$1,500 In Insurance, which Is nowhere
near the amount he has lost. Some of
the, house furnishings were but re-
cently purchased and a handsome
piano was 'practically new. Besides
this, the library contained a large
number of valuable books and the
Christmas-tide was also being observ-
ed, there being some $300 or more in
presents in the place. The personal
belonging?, all of 'which were burned,
of the eldest, daughter, Miss Edith
Cox, will aggregate $600. Some $90
In money, owned by the entire house-
hold, was destroyed.

The rescued' family was quartered
most kindly by the neighbors and 'were
made as comfortable as possible.

The fire companies were some time
In reaching the scene, and It Is said
the' alarm sent them on a wild goose
chase to Sarhm is avenue, only to find
that they must needs run to Gold
street, . '

The water plugs to which the hose
were attached were on the low press-
ure service and the stream was woe-
fully-weak.
• Mr. Cox has been much followed1 by

misfortune of this kind. Some four
years since his home, then on Orchard
street, was the scene of ' a disastrous
blaze which ruined the household
good and In which Mrs., Cox was se-
verely burned. And in the same house
Some years before that' a flre occurred.
A barn In which he kept his horses
was at one time destroyed.

As yet no place has been found that
is' suitable and the family la still
scattered. ,'

RUNAWAY ENGINE
ON DOWN GRADE

As train No. 43. a west-bound milk
train, was climbing the heavy grade
about a mile and a half east of Port
Morris, on Tuesday morning, the water
glass in the cat) of the locomotive
burst, sending sprays of scalding: water
and clouds of steam through the cab,
severeley burning Engineer Patrick
Foraker. He, scalded and blinded by
the steam, lost his bearings and was
thrown from the cab while the train
sped on ungulded.

The engine was one of the newer
makes, No. 1005, where the engineer
has the cab to himself, while the fire-
man on his side is unable to see what
Is happening on the other side, so
with the throttle wide open the train
went on. The engineer was picked
up by-tarln No. 46, which followjs No.
43 through the Port Morris yard.
When the runaway train reached the
top of the hill In Port Morris yard,
the heavy pull being over the train
began to speed down the grade to-
ward Stan'hope. As there was no sign
of the usual closing of the throttle to
shut off the steam the fireman went
forward and found the cab still filled
with steam and no sign of the en-
gineer. After a time he effected an
entrance to the cab, succeeded In
shutting off the throttle and closing
the cocks, which admitted the steam
to the broken glass, and brought the
train to a stop after a run of about
four miles without a hand at the throt-
tle.

When the runaway sped through
Port Morris, telegrams were sent
ahead, but- word came, promptly back
that the train was at Waterloo, having
fortunately found a clear track and
all switches right up to that point.

Another engine took the train
through to Scranton and No. 1005 Is
now at the shop for repairs. Engineer
Foraker will also lay up for awhile
till he can grow a new cuticle over
the scalded face, hands and arms. His
Injuries were dressed at Washington
and he then went to his home In Scran-
ton. '

On the .whole, this was one of the
closest 'escapes from a bad- railroad
disaster, and 't it had not been for
the intrepidity of the fireman In
climbing over the swaying engine
plunging down the grade with ever-
increasing rapidity and entering the
steaming ,cab, to encounter he knew
not what, the train would have be-
yond a doubt been derailed at some
of the sharp curves only a short dis-
tance ahead.
