Jerome Merritt, an aged man, >f
‘Wharton, was struck by a Lackawannay
Rallroad train on Tuesday morning 4
ghort dletance west of Wharton ata-
tion and instantly killed, ’

The train, No. 856, due at Wharton
9:46 a ‘m., a local, easthound, was
running about fifteen miles an hour,
when just before reaching the over-
head bridge engineer Frank Garmand
saw a man on the north side of the
track. His view was shut off however,
as the train went along, but the fire-
man sdys the man walked directly into
the path of the engine. His body was
thrown backward between the two
tracks. -From the actions of the un-
fortunate man it would seem that he
was dazed. Death was instantaneous,
the forehead was crushed in, the Jeft
gide of the face badly lacerated, both
arms broken and both legs broken,
one in three places.

Mr. Merritt was. seventy-three years
old and had not lived in Wharton
long, He was a quiet, unassuming
person, -had: travelled some  and|’
was well educated.
