FORMER DOVER MERCHANT
COMMITS SUICIDE

Fred Angle, The Umon Street Grocer and Butcher Ties
Piece of Slag to His Neck and Jumps In
- Small Creek at Oxford.

Fred Angle, jr., of thls place, com-
mitted suicide at Oxford late Saturday
afternoon by drowning.

Angle formerly conducted a grocery
store and meat market on Union street
at this place but unfortunate business
ventures finally brought about an as-
signment. He came to Dover from
Hazen sometime ago and worked as a
clerk for J. W. Roberts, later he
branched into business for himself
and his business prospered. It issaid
he cleared $3,000 in two years, His
business was done on a small scale and
his expenses were small. He how-
ever, bought some real estate, more
horses and wagons, built additions to
the store and opened up on a larger
scale.

Last fall he conducted weekly cut
sales his prices being very low.
When friends asked his object he
replied in a mysterious way and spoke

“lof “fixing'' some persons who were

téying to injure him. Later hetalked
wildly as to the law suits, etc., and
instituted proceedings against Lehman
& Company and the Dover Beef Comp-
any. He claimed the Armour Pack-
ing Company was behind him . and

| when friends advised him to go slow

he retorted that he had gopd and suffi-
cient backing. He began to lose money
rapidly in his business and if the

‘| Armour people had ever promised help

they drd,pot respond. -at - the critical
time.

Things went from bad to worse and
he would at times appear demented.
His troubles wore on him until he
walked the floor nights. The nerve
racking ‘continued and stories were
afloat that he had attempted suicide.
The most persistent of these rumors
came about on Wednesday, March 8,
when it was said that Angle had at-
tempted to take his life by hanging
but that he was cut down by William
erght Thle story waa’ denied by
Mr. Wright and members of the Angle
household. .

- On Thursday, March 10 Angle
made an assignment, Sidney T. Smith
beihz named as the assignee, but it is
understood that he represents Drake &
Company of Easton, Pa.

Angle seemed to be glad " that the |

assignment had Been made and when
his creditors offered to let himg con-
tinue and pull out of the hole he re-
fused saying ‘‘I’ll nevergo in business
again.’’ It is said however, that
their will be enough left with the
real estate to pay 100 cents on the
dollar. Since the suicide relatives
have stated that injunction proceed-
ings will be instituted by the widow
against the assignee,

After the business was made over
to the assignee, Angle went to stay
with Anson B. DeWitt at Oxford
which is neair his mother’s place at
Hazen. Mrs. Angle and the children
stopping with Mrs. Angle’s parents,
Mr. O’Brien of West Blackwell street.

Angle while at Oxford was attended
by Dr. J. O. Tunison and on fair days
the two would drive out together.
Saturday last the doctor rtook his
patient for a drive and when nearing
the DeWift house Angle said he would
walk the remaining short distance
and the doetor might go home.

Dr. Tunison preferring not to cross
the patient permitted him to do so.
Sometime later Mr. gDeWitt went to
Tunison’s office and asked for Angle,
the doctor stated the. circumstances
and a search was at once started. -

On the bark of a small but rather
deep creck, the outlet to the Empire
Steel and Iron Companys mill pond
the searchers found Angle’s avercoat
and hatand in four feet of water
weighted down was the body. "Angle
had knotted a handkerchief about his .
neck 5o tightly that it would choke
and & large pxece of slag was tied to
it.

Early Sunday morning C. R. Poole,
a brother-in-law ‘of the unfortunate .
man, beleg-raphed Obadiah Parker,
Angle's right-hand man* while
business, .to the effect that Angle had
committed suicide. -
