These buildings are
heated by two hot air furnaces and the
Northside school building is heated by

by hot - air and said some other|-
‘heatinlg apparatus should be installed. |-
He added, however, that if the pres-

ent apparatus wes . in good order it
would be wise to wait since the last
school bond will be paid off in January,
1906, .
