Dr. R. A. Bennett, of Chestnut
street, figured in an automobile accid-
ent on Saturday that was' serious
enough as it was but which might
easily have been more serious.

At the head of the stairs an old
fashioned sewing machine with doors
had been the first object of attack
and its doors had been ripped from
the hinges. The first room entered
had been turned- topsy-turvey, the
bureau drawers searched and the
contents turned over and over and
the bed tumbled over as if they ex-
pected the mattress to be a hiding
place, the same state of affairs
existed in the other bedroom. A
linen and bedding closet had also
undergone the same minute inspection.
1 In a little front room a trunk had

been opened and despoiled of its valu-
ables. In this trunk the silver of
which Miss Dalrymple was possessed
was evidently found. Two forks
and two spoons of silver Kvas left in
the trunk and scatterd about the
floor was tissue paper such as silver-
ware is packed in. The four pieces
of silver left was evidently over
looked. It was not known that the
silver had been left in the house al-
though Miss Dalrymple was vknown
to- possess considerable.

Just what is gone will never be
known since Miss Dalrymple was
asphyxiated while on a visit to Wash-
ington during the winter.
