Dr, Damel Walteré vs. the Central Railroad of New Jersey

Was Thrown Out, the

Jury Giving a Verdlct

No Cause for Action,

The case of William J. Rxghter, of
Parsippany, against the Jersey City
Water Supply Company was started
Thursday afterncon before Justice A.
Q. Garretson and a jury. Mr. Righter
is represented by Messrs, Clark and
‘Sackett, of Newark, while the defend-
ant company’s interests are being
looked after by Senator Edwards, of
Jersey: City. L
wo:Mri.i-Righter sued: for $5,0000 for
alleged damages to his place from the
seepage coming through the back dike
at Parsippany.

Mr. Righiter was sworn and tes’uﬁed
that he had meadow land of . about
sixty acres from which he gathered
hay and sold it, but since last October,
when the reservoir has been filled, the
water began to flood this place so that
he could not get .any hay from - it,
Before October the land had "not so
much. . water upon it. During the
winter a farm house had its cellar filled
with water, and they have made test
holes about the place which have filled
up with water. ’

“Mr. Ralph Earl, jr., who buxlt the
back wall, was called to testify to
what he had told the engineers, but
the evidence was not. admitted.  He
testified .that seepage could not go
through. the dlke, but- might come
from 'under - “the -wall. On' ecross-
exammatwn he ‘said that he had a suit
against the Water company. .

Senator Edwards called the engin-
eers of the company, who testified that
no water seeped . through - the . walls,
but.that the water gathered on the
grounds of Rightér was _caused by the
“Be-~
fore this dike was built the water came
uap on the property of .the Acqueduct
Compeny, and that after the reservoir
was filled. the préssure became so great
that the water sought.another "outlet.

Mr. Whitehead, who lived at. Boon-
ton, testified he had been there Thurs-
day evening and there was only a few
inches of water in these testholes and
that he looked into the cellar of the
farm houge and saw no water m ‘the
cellar.

It was also brought out that shortly
after the water reached the top of the
dam 2 wind storm came up and dashed
the water over the back dam, and -'in-
that way it found its “way down to
Righter’s land. Several of the™ wit-
nesses testified that streams of = water
could be seen running down the dike,
and. that the dam was damaged so that
1t had to be repaired. -

- "The ‘jury was out only a few hours
when it brought in a verdict of - $150,

-This doés not' stop Righter from
suing for further damages, as .the
damage is a continual one, and the
verdict brings the costs of damages up
to February 28th,

The case of John Huland of Morrxa-
town against John McGrath of - Stirl-
ing, for malicious ' prosecution . was
started on Friday. After hearing the
facts in the case the jury rendered a
verd\et of no cause for action,
