LONG TERMS IN PRISON |

Albert Jones Received the Full Penalty for Burglary—

Last Friday the twelve prisoners in
the county jail were sentenced for the
crimes. they had committed. .
. Albert Jones faved the hardest re-
ceiving a sentence f seven years and a
fine of $2,000—the full penalty for
burglary.

This was imposed for stealing the
rugs, ete., from the Kinnicutt house,

For the. breaking and entering of
Merchant's store seven years was im-
posed, but this is to. run concurrent
with the first sentence. For the four
indictments to which he pleaded guilty
to receiving stolen goods from- the
stores of F.” Rosen, W. Smith and
Merchant’s, twice; also to the con-
spiracy to break jail, he was sen-
tenced to serve three years, but these
five sentences all run concurrent with
the seven years; Under the -indict-
ment for robbing Robison’s store at
Mendham, sentence was suspended.
