SUMMONS MADE OUT BY
POLICE JUSTICE GAGE

WouldJNot Hold Good Says Attorney Ellicot and Because
of His Objections New Summons Have

Been Issued.
The case of the Town of Dover vs.

John Moglia et als, for violating an
ordinance prohibiting the sale of
cigars,tobacco,fruit,confectionery, etc.
on Sunday came up before Police
Justice Gage on Monday morning and
Was adjourned until 9 a. m. to-morrow.

The complainant in the case is
Th'eodore W. Tomkins, of Spruce
street, but the town is pressing the
charge because of the violation of
the ordinance. Town Attorney Smith
represented the town while B. W.
Ellicott was the defendant's counsel.

The case of the Town vs. John Musa
was dismissed because Justice Gage
made the summons returnable in 1899
instead of in the present year.

Attorney Ellicott then moved that
the Moglia case be dismissed asthe sum-
mons was not issued in conformity
with the statues which state that the
complainant must be named in the
summons and that was not done. Mr.
Ellicott also asked for a dismissal
because the paper was signed "Justice
of the Town of Dover' '• instead of
"Police Justice, etc." He had some
little difficulty in trying to get Justice

Gage to note the objections verbatim
but finally it was accomplished.

When the Musa case was discussed
Mr. Smith said "if this slip causes
the case to go over I'll put in two
counts on the next suit, now I am
ready to try the other case."
Mr. Ellicott at this point asked for
an adjournment and the case will be
tried by jury to-morrow at 9 a. m.%

Mr. Smith stated that he did not
think that the proprietor had to be
caught in the act of selling. He
thought it enough to convict if the
store was open at all. When asked
if in his opinion ice cream was a con-"
fection he said "That's a question, I
have'no opinion."

Since the above was put in type it
has transpired that owing to the way
in which the summons was made 'out
by Justice Gage they would not hold
and there will be no trial to-morrow.
A new complaint has been niade and a
new summons has been issued return-
able on Monday morning. The cases
may then be adjourned if the attorneys
agree to it.
