When Mr, Earle agsumed the pastor-
ate there was a mortgage of indebted-
ness of $2,000 and Tast night being his

last meeting with his people it "was
appropriate that the mortgage of $500,
which had just been cancelled, as "a¥re.
sult of his atewardship, should be
burned at that time.

The Rev. Robert Gardner, of Allen-
town, Pa., who will preach next Sun-
day, and who is also an applicant for
the pastorate, was present last . night
and addressed the meeting.

The First Baptist Church [was
