Last Sunday marked the twenty
ninth year of Rev. Dr. W. W, Hallo-
way's pastorate .of the Presbyterian
Memorial Church. On the occasion
Dr, Hzlloway-in his sermon, reviewed
the .interesting history of the church
from its organization- seventy years
ago, which account of the church’s
life in Dover will be found interesting
reading not only to the members of the
congregation but to all who have fol-
lowed the growth of the church.

After the introduction with an
exegesis of the text, the doctor said:

This morning, I want to rehearse
some of -God's goodness ‘tous as ‘a
Church in order to ‘quicken to .fresh
zeal and consecration.
