APPEAL

At the time it.was
tried before Justice Gage, his term ag
justice of the peace had expired, but
of this the town attorney was not
aware, .

Mogia hag been tried four times for
violating the ordinance which prohibts
the sale of tobacco, soda water, soft
drinks -and confections on Sunday.
The first.three trials were held during
the time of Mayor Beach was in office
and when the ordinance was first
adopted.

Each time the jury dlsagreed and
after that it was not recognized until
a committee of ministers and laymen
waited on the Common Council and de-
manded that it be enforced.
