TALK ON THE GERMAN AND
SONG IN GERMAN, INTERESTING

Members of the Dover Gesang Verein Attended Grace
Church to Hear Discourse on the Fatherland

Its History and People.
The largest audience that has yet

attended the Brotherhood meetings in
Grace M. E. Church was that spent
with the Germans Wednesday evening.
The German singing society was pres-
ent and rendered "Shepard's Sunday
Song," "Thoughts of Home," "Die
Wacht am Rhine, "and "The Soldier's
Farewell,". in German. The harmony
kept by the society was most pleasing
to hear and the members surprised
their American brothers. In speaking
of the Gfirman Rev. Jones said:

In the year 113 B. C , many of the
inhabitants of Northern Italy were as-
tounded as they looked toward the
Alps. Did they see eagles flying
hither and thither? Were mountain
goats jumping, rolling, tumbling down
the mountain side? These creatures
gliding down the mountain side, cer-
tainly, had the heads of wolves, and
bears, and oxen, and some had the
wings of eagles spread.

As the inhabitants watched they
saw that these creatures were men.
Savage looking men; sitting on great
shields; shooting down the snow slopes
of the Alps.

As they reached the fields at the
base of the mountains, the running
inhabitants turned to see tall stalwart
men, with hair thick and long, many

having shaggy red hair. Later the
inhabitants saw that their eyes were
blue but now they were too far in
their flight to discover such detail.

Sweeping on the Deutschmen de- x

stroyed villages, burnt cities, and
finally came in conflict with the armies
Rome sent against them. They fought
the legions with desperation; starva-
tion . was behind in their mountain
valleys; they must retain their hold on
these rich plains or perish.

Finally, dividing their forces into
different bands, the better to -handle
their plunder the re-enforced legions
fell upon these scattered forces and
after desperate fighting put themj to
route. In the midst of these routed
Teutons, appears the German women,
who had followed the warriors over
the mountains, meeting their fleeing
husbands and sons with stones. and
cudgels; upbraiding them as cowards
with hideous howls, driving them, back
to meet the foe. Failing in this they
throw themselves upon the shields of
the Romans beat down their swords
with their bare hands, and are hacked
to pieces rather than yield.

Such are German women. Well
may Germans recognize their worth!
Well may Germany exalt her woman-

CHARGED WITH-
HIGHWAY ROBBERY

Slockbower and Hughson Arrest-
ed for Holding up 'Boy at

East Dover.
David Slockbower and Archie Hugh-

son were arrested' by Marshal Byram
Tuesday morning upon a charge of
highway robbery.

Their victim was Tony Vermont,
fourteen years old, the bootblack at
the Lackawanna station.

He was returning to his home at
East Dover Monday night at 7:3O and
when near the quarry along the rail-
road, he was seized from behind and
thrown to the ground.

One of his, assailanta'held his hand
over Vermont's mouth and prevented
him from making an outcry, while the
other went through Vermont's pockets.
- They took his pocketbook but in,
their haste to get away, as a couple of
boys ran to Vermont's rescue, they
dropped it.

Special Officer Shupe was notified
and after learning the idenity of
Slockbower and Hughson, whom Ver-
mont recognized, he had the warrants
issued.

The boy was used pretty roughly as
the marks on his neck and face would
indicate.

Monday afternoon Slockbower and
Hughson were arraigned before Justice
Youngs. John Lawrence and Tony
Vermergane, the two boys who first
saw-Vermont after the assault,testified
that they seen two fellows running
away but did not recognize them.

Vermont said that during the day
he had shown Slockbower .f 10 which he

took from an inside pocket of his vest,
and he was corroborated by Louis Van-
Orden. Vermont further said that
when he was thrown^ to the ground
the inside pocket of the vest was the
first to be searched. His story was
convincing and the justice committed
the prisoners to await the action of
the grand jury. '

Slbckkbower denied the charge but
Hughson had nothing to say.
