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About 100 Years Since.
The first Centennial of Methodism in

this vicinity was observed last Thurs-
day afternoon at Dover at the First M.
E. Church, and in the evening at Grace
M. E. Ohurch. The Rev. N. VauSaot,
who was pastor of the M. E. Church of
Dover, 184-Mo, related many interesting
incidents of earlier Methodism. At the
afternoon service Rev. W. C. Timbrell,
of this place, read a paper ou "Rooka-
way Methodism."

At the close of this service the more
formal Bervice of the eveuing was op-
ened by the pastor, Rev. J. F. Masch-
man, announcing the hymn "All hail
the power of Jesus' name."

Prayer was offered by Rev. N. Van
Sant, and Scripture lesson rend by Rev.
Dr. Woodruff, which was followed by
the Centennial address by Bishop
Thomas bowman, D. D. LL. D.

The good Bishop now in his 82d year,
still vigorous nnd sprightly, spoke of our
national possessions whan nil our terri-
tory lay this side of the Mississippi; its
expansion aud wonderful development.
He spoke of the environment of his own
life in his native State, Pennsylvania
The progress in foreign missionary fields,
in China, Japan, India, where he per-
soually had visited aud seen with his
own eyes. Then he referred to the mar-
vellous growth of Methodism. In 1800
there were only 65,000 members in the
United States. Now there are about 8,-
000,000 in the United States and 6,000,-
000 in the world. His concluding words
had reference to the plan of the Church
to raise $20,000,000 for church and edu-
cational purposes and to Bave two mil-
lion souls as a twentieth century thank
offering. He proposed'"naving a share
in making up the two million souls.

After prayer, the benediction was pro-
nounced by Bishop Bowman.
