The civil ad mi n is t nit inn was now en-
tirely in the hit nds nf these hoards—
boards nf heallh. charities, eduratitin
public works, etc., in nil uf which the im
lives had representation. The custom;.
wei-e cidlected by ai'iny ollicers, assisted
by unlives. Natives were everywhere tin
primipal employees, (hie of Ihe .creat
problems which had confronted him wat
Ih.-it of making the receipts and expcmli
Inn's baliitH'c. This had been accomplish
IMI hy reiidjustnient of salaries and othn
economies.

I\eLr:u-diiig the political situ.'itiim Hen
eral l»avis desi'rihed the fury with whiel;
I he imli\ *'ts plundereil and munbrcd tlu
Spaniards after the war closed. The.i
s(HiL,'ht to even up old scores. This hnd
been stopped by the military, nnd civil
disorders hail ceased. The electmns in
Mil* (owns shortly after the Tinted S t a t o
assumed military control, he said, were
farces. No election was ordered until tht
result hud been previously ascertained
Ooueral Ha vis said thnt under liis discre-
tion suffrage had been limited to those
who could rend or write or who had paid
$1.f)0 in taxes in two years.

In INKS they weiv cut
in hnlf, and this year (lenerai Davis fig

;i.500.0110. The people were discouraged.
They lacked the Anglo-Saxon energy tu
fnre ti clooniy tuit loidt.

Speaking of tin- ueed of ninny tilings in
the islanil. (it'iienil Davis pointed out the
fact I hut tho island was without debt.
I'tiless a loan could he made, he said, the
present industrial paralysis must contin-
ue. The revennes of the islands were in
adequate to meet its wants. For in-
slaiiee, Itno.ono pesos had been allowed in
ihe budget fur eilue.'itinn. That sum pro-
vided a very limited education for .'{0,0011
children. There were, he said, "J.%0,000
other children who had not the slightest
chance nf rcivivinu' nn educntiou. In his
opinion 1."tin.nun pi-sos a ye:ir should be
expended mi tlie IIKMIS for JO years.

ELMIRA REFORMATORY.
6erlon* Reflections Concerning1 the

lUanujji'uieut uf the Ins t i tu t ion.

ALBANY, Jun. 10.—Serious roflcctiuna
upon the methods employed iii the Elmi-
ru refurnuUory are made by State Comp-
troller Morgun, who has been inveytigut-
iug the institution. Among other things
he fiays:

"In this institution a most anomalous
condition exists. It is one of the great
reformatory institutions of the world. Iu
some respects itn management in excel-
lent, Rearing evidence of consummate
skill nud ability. In other jspuctH it in
ns bad as it very well couh be. Disci-
pline has been and ia maintained by
mwthodw which should not be tolerated
iu reformatory institutions in the laat
daya of the nineteenth century. While
economy haw churiietorizttd Home braoch-
ea of the udmiiiistration, grosw extrava-
gance has buvn apparent in othern. A
policy of extension has bueu pursued bj
the manaperB for years, whon, as a mat-
ter of fact, the institution la one-hol* too
large nt present for eitlior sucoeaHful or
economic management as a refojraatory.

"A recent inspection of the Ellinirii re-
formatory by this department disclosed
the presence in n storeroom, wlfich was
in a very untidy, dirty condition, of 4,304
pairs of pants, 1.5S0 coats, 42i> veata,
1,11(1 pairs of shoes, 1,138 shirU, 1,012
pairs of drawers, 1,273 caps and much
other clothing, such as jumpers, overalla,
apriins, blankets, etc., till iu an iiuwashed,
dirty enudition and apparently abandon-
ed. They bad been used somewhat, but
if properly cared for they were ntlll fit
for service The superintendent profess-
ed to know nothing of these .supplies and
lnut made requisition for a large quantity
of new cloth to JDHUI' up into clothing.

"The average nuinher of innuitcH re-
poi'ted for last year was 1,475. Kxperi-
enec has shown that 1.000 is the outside
numher that can be properly cared for in
siu'li mi inslitiitinn.

"The reformatory is organized and
maintained at frrciit expense with a view
nf reclaim inn offenders aj^uinst the law
ubi) have not become continued in vice,
yet all shades, grades and conditions of
in ale cri initials uniy he found within its
walls.
