llnllromt llatteri. .
The railroads are coming in for at-

tention early lu the session.'' Assem-
blyman Munglo Das sad a resolution
adopted In tho house asking the opin-
ion of tho attorney general as to wheth-
er or not further legislation Is needed
to compel railroads to olevttte tholr
trackB where they are crossed by
streets In populous cities. In the city
of Newark there has been a strong ef-
fort inn do to do away with grade cross-
Ings, but In many cases tho railroads
havo successfully resisted tho city's
endeavor. It Is proposed thlB winter
to get ..ho matter In such shapo that
the rnllroads will havo to submit'to tho
popular demand for the abolltlou of
grade crossings.

Mr. WaUeleo has also started lu after
the railroads In lively fashion. He In-
troduced three measures yesterday
which will bo apt to evoke opposition.
Oue requires (ill railroads In the state
to issue mileage books of 500 nnd 1,000
miles at a clmrgo not exceeding I1
cents per mile. Another bill provides
that the return coupon of an excursion
ticket may be used at any time after
the period for which It was Issued has
expired provided the passenger is will-
Ing to pay In cash enough to equal a
regular single fare between the sta-
tions named. Mr. Wnkolee's final ef-
fort at rnllrond legislation Is a hill ro-
quh-lng that every locomotive shall
have ft 30 pound bell and a whistle that
can be heard 800 yards dlstnlit. Both
must bo used, beginning 300 yards
from each crossing,

Mr. Benny also la after tho railroads.
Here IB his proposal:

Bill providing that hereafter no lo-
comotive shall be run without an en-
gineer and Bremen thereon, no train
shall be run without a crow consisting
of engineer, conductor, one llreman
<Wooten or similar firebox engine, two
firemen); freight trains to havo two
brakemen for 40 loaded or 00 empty
cars, and one brakeraan for each addi-
tional 15 cars. All persons hereafter
employed to receive.-or transmit dis-
patches or train orders must bo 21
years of ago.

Mr. Bonny rolntroduced his bill of
last winter requiring full crows on all
trains and that railroad telegraphers
shall be at least 21 years of ago.

Mr. Ab,bott has a bill which provides
that all taxes collected from'the taxa-
tion of railroad and canal property
shall bo paid to tho taxing district
within which the sauio Is located.
