for both houses. Governor Voorhees
uppolutod JOHBO It, Huliuou of Essex tu
the ollleo after a warm contest In
which Charles II. Folwell of UurllnK-
ton cut a prominent figure. When the
legislature met, various defeeta In the
now systoiu wort' pointed out, and
Dually tho assembly adopted a resolu-
tion requesting tho ilttoruey general to
give an opinion us to tlio constitution-
ality of tho act, tho main contention
being that It WIIB illegal to give tu the
governor an appointment that belonged
peculiarly to tho houses of the legisla-
ture. This week Attorney Gunoral
Grey answered tho house In n lengthy
opinion, part of which follows:

To
begin with, our postal Hcrvicu now IIBB
a deficit of Botno fl),000,000 par annum
for operating oxponsos nlouu, and if to
thin be added the appropriations for now
post olllci'H and now equipments, with a
roasounblo amount for depression Iu val-
ues and wear ami toar, tho deficit wonld
probably amount to 130,000,000 or moro
por annum.

Who pays this shortago?
Every schoolboy knows that if Undo

Sum does not Hull postago stamps ouough
to pay his postal oxpousoa, ho must tuako
it up from his custom duties, or from
othor internal rovouncB, so that tho poo-
plu pay tho Uovcruiuout'B dolloit, whloh
forniB tho profit going iuto tho pockets
of a fow largo buHluoRs houses who aro
iu n position to work Uncle Bain's ma-
chinery to their porBonal advantage.

If a woman Iu Oklahoma, or OshlcoHh,
or; nuy. othor out-of-the-way placo, can
got a MOW drcHS, or tun pounds of tea, or
u boy'a suit, or a puir of shoos, or any-
thing PIHO that her family or household
usosin Now York, Ohicngo or St. Louis,
or any other big trade ooutro, at an ox-
pouso of SO couts or less for iiOHtn^e.wlll
sho patronlito her loral storekeeper?

A eheap parcoln post means euro death
to tlio country merchants, a blow to the
prosperity of overy little oouutry vil-
lage, nnd an nnormouB roductiun in tho
buslnoss of regular jobbing merchants—
and all for tho bonoflt of a fow moronn-
tilo nggregatious that aro not satisfied
to corral all business witliiu 100 miles of
thoir establishments, but now want
Unolo Sam to pay delivery ohargos ou
thoir packages so that they oan oapturo
tho retail trado of tho eutiro country.

If wo aro not very muoh mistakcu,
tho million or no of country merchants
will have something to say boforo Omi-
gress pusses any now postal laws which
would inovitnbly drive thoso merchants
out of busiuess.

HAVANA, Jan. 23.—The newly ap-
pointed law reform commission will he-
pin work almost im mediately. Among
the principal innovntioua will be the es-
tablishment of police correctional courts,
presided over by salaried judges. The ju-
dicinJ system throughout tho island will
be made to lend itself to the Kpeedy han-
dling of cases in order that justice may
be obtained without delay. At the same
time facility to appeal will be grouted.

If he takes it und thus commands the ad-
jacent country, an important and possi-
bly n decisive stop will he iiecotnplished.

It uoeuiH that General Bailer's dispatch
reached the war oflice rnther early in the
night and was the subject of a prolonged
conference between Lord Lansdovfue,
Mr. Ualfour and several staff officials. '

The following dispatch from General
BuuVr, dated at Spearman's Camp, Jan.
23., 0:20 p. m., has just been posted:

"Warren holds the position he gained
two days ago. In front of him at about
1,400 yards is the enemy's position, west
of Spiou's kop. It is on higher ground
than Warren's position, so it is impossi-
ble to see into it properly.

"It can only be approached OTer bare,
t>pen slopes, and the ridges held by War-
reu ure so steep that guns cannot be plac-
ed on them. But we are shelling the ene-
my's position with howitzers and field ar-
tillery placed on lower ground behind in-
fantry.

"The enemy Is replying with Oreusot
and otner artillery. In tbis dnel the ad-
vantage rests with us, as we appear to he
searching his trenches, and his artillery
Bre is not causing us much loss.

"An attempt will be made tonight to
seize Spion's kop, the salient of which
forms the left of the enemy's position
facing Trichard's drift and which divides
it from the position facing Potgieter'a
drift. It has considerable command over
all the enemy's iutrenehments."

The Daily Chronicle publishes the fol-
lowing bellographic message from Lady-
aniith, dated Jan. 22, by way of Swart
kop, Jan. 23:

"Yesterday we could see British shells
bursting close to the Boer camp on the
plntcau this side of Potgieter's drift, but
the cnuip still remains in position there
today.

"We heard very heavy firing all this
morning. The bombardment here is
slack, but the Boer big gun on Mount
Bulwnna is still firing."

A correspondent of The Daily Chroni-
cle nt Sterkstroom, telegraphing Mon-
day, says:

"Many Dutch colonists, although os-
tensibly loyal, really sympathize with the
Boers and keep them posted regarding all
British movements. They discharge
rockets and make other probable signals
to the enemy. A general rising, how-
ever, is no longer feared."

Mnil advices to The Daily Mail from
Lisbon, dated Jnn. 1!). say:

"It has been oUicially notified to the
government here from Loureneo Marques
that the Boers have committed a breach
of neutrality by crossing Portuguese ter-
ritory from l.'mbulla to Rhodesia. A
force of artillery has been sent there
from Loureneo Marques, und the govern-
or there has demanded re-enforcemeuts
from here.

"Everything is being carried out with
nil possible secrecy, but I am informed
on good authority that a portion of the
troops have already started for Loureuco
MnrquoR and that others will follow."

A dispatch from the Boer eump, upper
Tugela river, tinted Jan. 21, has the fol-
lowing:

"After Commandant Botha checked the
British advance yesterday morning it was
expected that there would bo no further
action until tomorrow. Th,is afternoon,
however, signs were discerned of an in-
tended movement In the British northern
eump.

"When the heat, "which was more
frightful than any yet experienced, had
worn off, the British cannon started in
full force, and their infantry advanced in
extended order.

"Generals Botha and Cronje held the
high hilla over which the road to Lady-
smith passed. When the Mauser fire
opened, a pandemonium of sound filled
the air. The vindictive crash of lyddite
shells, the sharp volleys of Lee-Metfords
nnd the whiplike crack of Mausers were
interspersed with the bobm of the Boer
Maxims. The battle ended with dark-
ness, but Jiot without evidences of exe-
cution among the British that were mani-
fested at sunrise.

"Field Cornet Ernst Bmilio was killed;
nor did the generals escape unscathed.

"At the central position. Swart kop,
where the other road to Ladysmith cross-
es the bills, the British advanced from
low kopjes on the bankn of the Tugela
unmolested. Then they entered the zone
of Mauser fire, and, although their naval
guns kept up the- usual terrible racket,
the advance was stopped and the British
had to count out their dead and wounded.

Natives report tha t the
Boer chief gunner is wounded, that live
ini'ii were killed and that their breast-
works were damaged during the recent
engagement.

"( 'oiiiiiiandant lOrnsnius and his friends
nre reported to have departed, and the
Boer forces in this vicinity are apparent-
ly fewer iu number. Their ctitiinatcd
strength is 2,000 men."
