The t i l t now presented IB a
general health &pt providing for pure
foods, pure beverages, pure drugs, etc.
It gives ample pojsjer for tlie Inspection
of suspected good? aud analysis of the
same and the arraignment of offend-
ers. The Btate%oard may appoint all
the necessary ,&i&iji and shall have an
annual appropriation of $12,000 for the
work. PenBjltl<J8 oiro prescribed against
any one obstructing the officers of the
board. Senato^iStokes introduced the

Another measjir^ of Interest, if it bud
any elinnce of jjtd^pt'on, would be Sen-
ator Packer's J$H providing that In-
mates of the ̂ itatO(,prlsoa and of nil
Jails shall bejifnployed pn the "piece
price plan" andljhftt.no/ machinery ex-
cept what Is of>ep»j£il/hy/ljaiid" or'fibt
slmll bo oeed. Heiiator Fucker (utro-
duced a similar bill last year, but it
was not heard from subsequently. The
snmo fnte doubtless awaits the present
measure. The movement against the
use of modern machinery in the state
prison originates with tho employees
of certain shoe factories In Burlington
county and Is supported by the labor
unions, but Its effect would probably
be to throw upon the taxpayers the
heavy burden of maintaining the
Btate's 1,000 prisoners in idleness. Un-
der such a law as Senator Packor pro-
poses few contracts for the labor of
the convicts could be obtnlned. At
present the labor of the convicts Is a
considerable source of revenue.

Neir LcgiBlnttve nalea.
The senate and house adopted new

rules this week, tho only notable
change hclug In those rulea affecting
the preparation if bills for tho calen-
dar. The old custom of engrossing Is
done nwuy with, and hereafter all bills
will be prluted. Senator Martin (Dem.)
of Sussex wanted the senate to adopt n
rule allowing motions to relieve nuy
committee from further consideration
of a hill. The custom of the senate
from time Immemorial has been to al-
low committees supreme control of the
bills In their possession. Seuntor Mar-
tin explained tliat this practically
meant that the chnlrman of each com-
mittee Is a law unto himself aud that
he can hold n bill against the wish of
the other 20 senators. He thought
that such a situation was intolerable
and declared that while he respected
the rights of committees and believed
they should have ample time to consid-
er ail measures, still every senator
ought to have the privilege sooner or
later of discussing his bills before the
whole senate. They should stand or
fall on tbelr merits and not be smoth-
ered In committee.

Senator Pitney, replying for the Re-
publicans, pointed out that the Demo-
crats had considered the present rule
good enough for them when they were
in power. It was also the rule of the
United States senate, and It operated
well there, as it did at Trenton. The
danger was not that good bills would
be smothered In committee, but that
bad or unnecessary legislation would
get 00 the statute bookr. The proper
tendency, as matters stand, should be
to restrain rather than provoke addi-
tional legislation. He did not think
there was nny fear.that a bill desired
by a majority of the senate would be
withheld by a committee.

The Postinaeser-Genoral says 'that
it costs ou an average 7 cents per pound
to carry mail matter, and the profit
made en carrying letters at 32 conta per
pound is more than lost in carrying
newspapers at 1 oent a popnd, so that
the auuual deficit of the service is now
about 19,000,000 por annum. This aver-
age price is all right for statistical pur-
poses, but when the actual expense of
delivery by camera is considered it most
be greatly to the advantage of flrst-
olnsB matter. Por example, a oarrier is
paid $8 00 a day to deliver, say, 1,000
letters whioh pay $20 iu postage; if that
same carrier is paid $8.00 for delivering
100 pounds of newspapers, which pay
ouly $1,00 in postage, the loss ou cheap
mnttor is really greater than the aver-
ago would indicate The pound cost is
ail right for figuring with railroads, bnt
the actual loss on cheap matter is great-
ly increased when the expeuse of clerks
aud carriers is taken into acconut.

In the handling of merchandise by
mail vast business interests are affected,
and it is Unfair to make a rate of post-
age which works to the advantage of a
few at the expense of the majority of
business firms, because the great mass of
business IIOUEOS cannot maintain a large
mail basiness. On the contrary, this
majority of Email merchants would lose
trade if alow rate of postage were given
ou merchandise pnokaRes. ; •••

III the Postal .Department •werp placed
011 a etrictly business basis,' the earns"us
any other busiuess, with the appropria-
tions for uew post offices aud new equip-'
nient, together with a charge for wear
aud tear aud depreciation iu values, aud
e?eu a low rnte of interest on the total
investment, and all snob proper charges
were added to the expense of condaotiug
the business, then* it would he possible
to get at the actual cost per pound for
handling mail matter, and these figures
conld be legitimately used for regaltttiug
railroad and express charges to the bene-
fit of all business enterprises.

And why should this not be ? Every
body knows that all shortages in tbe
postal expense most be made np from
some other branch of the Federal in-
come, and if the Postal Department was
placed on a strictly business basis other
forms of taxation could be reduced, aud
o°ur postal service would soon bo self
supporting. It wonld require a Post-
rhaster-General With plenty of backbone
to iunngnraie such an innovation iu the
face of existing precedents, but putting
money from one pocket into another does
not make goverumeuts rich auy fnster
than it does iudividuals, aud the more
government departments we have jhat
are cq»ii(ftcted on n business basis the
better it is for the country as a whole,
and for the taxpayers.
