I will not say what
I intend to do until after 1 have obtained
legnl advice,"

The eon-iiltatioii of the attorneys was
hold lit-a night in iJoverimr Taylor's of-
tiee nnd adjourned at n hit* hour.

Senator Hlackburu. wh«» returned from
LotiUville. expressed himself as being
confident that the em ire trouble would be
settled peacefully.

It seems to nn> that
under the circuuistamies there can hardly
be two opinions as to what his course
may be."
