Tin- \iiv School Dili.

A large number of ladles and gentle-
men visited the slatehouse yesterday
to attend the hearing on the new hill
codifying the school lnws. The hear-
ing was before the senate committee
on education. The llrst speaker was
County Superintendent Enrlght of
Monmouth, who thought the bill au
excellent one. with the exception of
the manner of distributing money on
a basis of attendance. This, he thought,
would militate seriously against the
rural schools and In favor of the towns.

The Stnte Association of School
Bonrds presented a series of changes
to the law which had beeu formulated
at a meeting u -idliy them. The power
given county superintendents to re-
move members of the hoard, some de-
tnll.s as lo the election of boards and
the provision that a member can hold
no other otllee \\ ere provisions of the
measure recommended to be strickeu
out.

Mrs. Emily E. Williamson, represent-
ing the Fedi'ration of Woman's Clubs:
Mrs. Florence Hall Howe. Miss Belle 1.
Snyder of Montclalr and Mrs. Julia
Miller, Elizabeth, were present in favor
of the bill. They especially approved
the change of the kindergarten age lo
•1 years. They also favored. the elec-
tion of tionrds of education by the peo-
ple. Mrs. Williamson says that she
has examined the school lnws of a
number of states, and uoue of them
was equal to this one.

President Mtilvaney of the board of
education of Jersey City objected to
the feature of the hill making boards
of education In cities elective, lie said
the members of the Jersey City hoard
were men of liiizli standing, and scarce-
ly one would go Into a political contest
to get the ottlee. Continuing, the
speaker said that the boards of inun.e.
Ipnlitles which give the money to be
used ought to have some eonui'l ov. r
It. It is a dangerous thing to give the
school department or any other depart-
ment full control. It Is not ti'.'ht 10
separate such boards as this from other
municipal machinery. The board uf
school estimate provided for does not
go far enough. There should be no
such board. 'Mie hoard of education
should make up Its budget and have
done with It. There ought to be the
power of veto lodged somewhere. The
mayor .should have that power.

Frederick Chamberlain of P.ayonneob-
iected to the section placing within tiny
power of the state superintendent the
right to suspend any otHeer. He thought
the grand Jury should be the proper
body to regulate this matter, It an offi-
cer were guilty of wrongdoing. He said
It was merely an effort to create a
court without providing a system of
procedure.

Mr. Snyder of Jersey City added his
protest to many sections of the bill.
He said the general plan outlined was
Inferior to the system now existing In
his city. Two sections, however, were
superior to the present plan and could
easily become n law by themselves.
These sections were those relating to
the board of estimate and the manner
of Issuing bonds for erecting schools.
He was particularly opposed to the
manner of electing boards of education
and declared that nn appointive board
would prove of better advantage to the
localities concerned. No special com-
mittee delegated to codify tho school
lnws up to this time 1ms recommended
an elective hoard, and the present com-
