The Bl when
it came up on final passage in the
house was ndvocated by Speaker Joues,
who claimed that it was the most lm-
portant measure before the legislnum-.’
It was an important step in the direc-
tion of equal tuxation and nssured mu-
nicipalities a direct benefit from the
valunble privileges that they had al-
ready granted or might hereafter
grant to corporations. 1f the LI pass-
ed, it would take about $118000 out
of the state treasury next year and

among the municipalities.

Assemblyman  Tennant of Hudson
opposed the bill as inadequate and a
Lhnlf way measure. It was pot what
the people expected. It wax a cont-
promise ln which the corporations get
the best of the bargalin.

Assemblyman  Foote  of Union fa-
vored and Assemblyman Abbett of
Hudson opposed the measure, which
finally passed \\:hhou( a dissenting
vote.

The bill has yet to go through the
senate.

New School Bill

An equally Interesting discussion oc-
curred in the senate in connection with
the new school act. This is the re-
vision and codificntion of the school
laws which wis reported by the spe-
otal commission that had been consid-
ering the question for a cottple of
years. A numbher of amendments hiad
heen presetited by the senate comnit-
tee on education sl most of them
were  mdopted without discussion,
they did net afeet the bl vitally, The
nm;"t’ fmportant amendment doubtless
wias the one providing for a change in
the hasis of distribution of state school
mwoney amonyg the various schoal dis
tricts of the atate.  Hervetofore ihis
apportionent has been based on the
census of children of school age. but
the commission favored 8 new plan of
basing it on the actual attendance 2t
sehool.  Renator Stokes. who was a
members of the comtuission, explained
that the school census was  often
fragdulent; the Jocal enumera*srs were
pald 2o mueh per name, and they pad-
ded their lists with tictitious names.

Hundreds of names were added in
some  distriets, aud  the aggregate

throughout the state footed up into the
thousands, The local authorities wink-
ed at this fraud because the larger the
census of auy tistrict the larger would
B2 its apportionment of statg fuunds.
