the furm schedules must be examined
aud such errors corrected before th»
tubles can be made up from them with
safety. If ii farmer imports thitt his laud
sowu to wheat \va» ten ucres uud the
yield four thousand bushels, it is clear
that au average yield of four linudred
bushels to the acre IK incredible, aud
inuet be rejected or corrected in accord-
uce with the probabilities. Sometimes

the truth can be made out by an expert
from comparison with entries in other
parts of the schedules ; sometimes corres-
pondence must be opened to settle the
doubt. All this ranks uuder the gener-
al head of verifying the schedules, and
the Agricultural Division plaustogive
all the time possible to the work of veri-
fying each of the millions of farm sched-
ules. To accomplish this iu the time al-
lowed, the work of several hnndred
clerks will be required, and they must
have hard and fast rales to guide them.
For example, they might be told : When
the wheat reports show a product of
over forty bushels to the acre, they are
suspicions and mast be laid aside for an
expert to pass upon. But auy such
rules must vnry with the section of the
country. A yield of tweuty bushelB in
one section aiislit ue more questionable
than a yield of forty bushels iu another.
Hence the division must fix in advance
what is the range of reports, in each
part -of—thoa conntry and for each orop
that may be accepted as probable on
their face and not requiring special ex-
numiution To get tbe limits of proba-
bility for this purpose for each county in
the Cuited States, tliat is, the maximum
nud minimum yield aud the maximum
and minimum price which may be ac-
cepted without verification, is the object
of au extcusivi' correspondence now
being carried ou by tbe Agricultural Di-
vision under the direction of Mr. L. (J.
Powers, Chief .Stalistican iu rharge of
that division. Three simple schedules
have been prepared and printed ou dif-
ferent colored paper in order that they
may be readily distinguished one from
another. Oue of them covers ordinary
garden vegetables, a second covers fruits,
aud the third the great staple field crops
Each asks about the units of measure

•m ployed aud the net price realized, aud
tbe two more important schedules, those
for staple field products and for vegeta-
bles, usk for the highest and lowest yield
of each crop per acre. These schedules
are being miiih'd to prominent farmers
all over the country aud iu many in-
stances returns have already been re-
ceivud. When the returns have been
received and tabulated, a scheme will be
made from tlu-m of what i- to be accept-
ed as correct in each case and what is to
be probed farther. The only nun of the
ofh'ce is to get \\ hut was really the m-
teutiou of the faruier m answering the

uestious. If t lie presumption is strong-
ly against his meaning what thv sched-
ule says, the oftici" will try tn learn by
corresponded-*1 from thf Supervisor, or
the Enumerator, (ir the farmer himself
what the real facts were.

If tho farming pnblic will continue to
cooperate with the heartiness already
displayed, this effort will result in :»
more trustworthy census of fnrnis than
has ever been taken. Farmers, as a
class, are less able to cooperate than tbe
representatives of any other great indus-
try. Hence the Census Office can do
more for them thim it call for central-
ized lines of business, which can aud do
make their own investigations, aud it
will do its best to preseut a full and ac-
enrate photograph of this leading occupa-
tion. The Director of the Ceusus urges
every oue interest ed to aid the work.
