Hon. Webster Davis delivered hislirst
lccturo on behulf of the Boers last niRht,
to n lurRO nnd sympathetic audience.

Gen. Joe Wheeler, clIscussiiiR the
mention of his iinme ns a caudidute for
the Vice. Presidency, said : "Tho great-
est ambition of my life has already been
renllzed. I have seen thoso who were
Confederate soldiers flpht under the
Stnrs nud Stripes npniust foreign foes,
ns Soldiers of the United States. I have
seeu the masses of nil tho pooplo of all
tho southern states eagerly nud earnest-
ly offoriug their services to tight in the
country's cause, and have seen them
thus become participants In tho events
which have, suddenly inndo ours the
loading nation among the great powers
of tho world, mid which huvo opened
avenues which enabled ns to ostnblisli
the most favorable commercial relation
with countries continuing uenrly one-
third of the onrth'B population. The
ronliratlon of coudltious so advantageous
to our wholo country fills the ineasnro
of my desires, and beyond that I liuve
no uuibltiou whatover."

No treaty, no eaunl bill. That is the
nltitntiou iu tho Senate, and unless there
is a radical ohuuge lu existing condi-
tions, there, will bo no action upou
either nt this session. It has boou under-
stood all alouR that tho Nicaragua Oiuial

bill wnn dependent upon the ratification
of the NicaraguaCannl treaty, aud with-
in the pnst week, it hns became almost
certain that if a voto on the treaty wns
takan.' it v(«nld bo rojeotod, nnd-it-is to
bo ullowed to go over to tho next, session.
Mombers of tbo Isthmian Oannl Ooniniis-
siou, created by the lnst Oongress, have
reached Washington, bnt they say that
no roport of their work will bn inndo iu
timn for submission to this session of
OongreHs. The postponement of the
Canal bill is just what the administra-
tion desired, bnt the failure to ratify tho
treiity is a heart-roudiug disappoint-
ment.

The Clnrk case is dosed aud a decision
is now awaited from the Committee on
elections us to whether Senator Clark
shall retaiu his goat or be put out of the
Senate. Tho majority aspect a roport
from tlio committee nghiuBt Senator
Clnrk, but Iho majority do not always
gness right iu snch matters.

It remniiiB for a couferencocoininitit.no
to determine what sort of a government
Hawaii shull have. The Senate passed
n bill to provide a government for the
territory of Hawaii; a House committee
reported a pnhstitute for the Sonate bill
aud after nttiching numerous amend-
ments thrro'o, the House passed it.
Now, the onginnl bill aud the substitute,
with its amendments, will be turned
ovor to n couferenco committee, and a
bill differing from both may be the re-
sult.

Two c insular reports, one from Belgi-
um and one from Frauee, contain hints
that should not be lost upon this govern-
ment if we are to maintain colonies.
Belgium bus recently established n
school for the training of students who
intend to seek fortune iu tho colonies.
The instruction includes practical dem-
onstration of the sort- of buildings set-
tlors should construct, including proper
rules of sanitation ; also the cultivation
of indigenous plants, European plants
and vegetables, the best methods of
gathering crops and transporting them
to market, treatment of native labor,
oto In France, n Colouial institute is
to be established to train young men to
till positions iu the colonies, which is to
send out expeditions of students nt na-
tional expense, to gather information,
which is to be furnished commercial
houses iu the form of detailed reports.
